With reference to the Government Memos 1st and 2nd cited, I submit that, the scheme of appointment of Special Teachers was originally introduced by the Government in G.O.Rt.No.429 Edn(EE.I) Dept. dt. 13.10.1983 for creation of Special Teachers and Spl. Language Pandits on payment of consolidated pay of Rs. 398/- per month without any

allowances and that they are not eligible for kind of leave except casual leave. Later modified orders were issued in G.O.Ms.No.68, Edn(EE.I) Dept. dt.23.02.1989 stating that the Special Teachers would be paid a monthly remuneration of Rs.398/-. The performance of Special Teachers appointed on the consolidated salary will be observed for a period of 3 years and only those whose performance is satisfactory will be considered for absorption against appropriate pots carrying regular scale of pay subject to availability of vacancies and rules governing recruitment of these posts.

Further, Government in G.O.Ms.No.95 Edn (EE.I) Dept. dt. 30.03.1990, with a view to absorbed fully qualified and trained teachers in the scale of SGBT, whenever such posts becomes available either under the scheme of O.B.B or any other scheme of the State Government have issued the following orders:

a. If vacancies of SGT arise because of retirement or creation of posts, Spl. Teacher can be absorbed against those vacancies strictly in accordance with the merit lists prepared at the time of recruitment, even though Spl. Teachers might not have completed three years of service as specified in the G.O.ms.No.68 Edn. Dt.23.02.1989.

b. The vacancies of Spl. Teachers that existed as on 23.02.1989 alone are to be filled up and not those that arise consequent on absorption as SGTs caused due to retirement or creation of new posts.


Accordingly as per the above orders the Spl. Teachers who are appointed on a consolidated pay of Rs. 398/- per month have been absorbed against the regular SGT vacancies. Subsequently, based on the representations made by the Teachers Association and also keeping in view of minutes of the meetings held on 30.08.1994 and 31.03.1994 with the members of the FAFTO and JACTA, Government have issued orders in G.O.Ms.No.119 Edn (Ser.III) Dept. dt. 21.04.1998 to the effect that the temporary service of the Spl. Teachers, Spl. Language Pandits and Spl. PETs who were appointed between the years 1983 - 1986 with a consolidated pay of Rs. 398/- per month and absorbed in regular posts should be taken into account on notional basis for sanctioning 8/16 years promotion scale under Automatic Advancement scheme and also for pensionary benefits. Later Government in G.O.Ms.No.92 Edn (Ser.III)(Dept., dt. 08.08.2000 extended the benefit to the Spl. Teachers, Spl. Language Pandits and Spl. PETs who were appointed between the years 1986 – 1990 with a consolidated pay of Rs. 398/- per month and absorbed in regular posts on notional basis for sanctioning 8/16 years promotion scale under Automatic Advancement Scheme and also for pensionary benefits.


Consequently, approximately 40000 Special Teachers, who were recruited during the period from 1983 to 1990, were covered under Automatic Advancement Scheme as per orders of Government given from time to time.


The teachers and Teachers Association have frequently represented to consider the cases of Special Teacher who were appointed between from 1990-96 as was done in case of Spl. Teachers of 1983 to 1989 Certain particulars in respect of each Special Teacher recruited / absorbed during the period 1990 – 96 were called for from the all the DEOs in the state. As per the particulars received from the District Educational Officers, they said benefit of awarding notional increments is to be extended to the 3321 more Special Teachers, who are recruited/absorbed on consolidated pay of Rs.398/- per month during the period 1990-96. Consequently, the total number of Special Teachers recruited during the period 1983-96 are 43321.


A statement showing the no. of Special Teachers appointed from 1990 to 1996 of 19 districts enclosed herewith for ready reference. 


In view of the above circumstances, I request Government for issue of orders with regard to awarding notional increments to all the 43321 teachers at an early date. This has the approval of the Commissioner & Director of School Education Andhra Pradesh, Hyderabad.
