The attention of the District Educational Officer, Guntur is invited to the reference read above and he is informed that the Hon’ble APAT orders dt.07.06.2013 in O.A.No.2314/2012 has ordered that:

“For the reasons state under point No.(i), the O.A.is allowed setting aside impugned Proceedings in No.13532/D7/2010, dt.28.09.2011, issued by the 3rd respondent. The matter is remitted back to the 1st respondent with a direction to pass appropriate orders at his level itself on the representation of the applicants dt.26.08.2009 claiming equal pay on par with their junor Smt. D.Janaki. Necessary orders shall be passed within a period of 6 (six) weeks from the date of receipt of copy of this orders as some of the applicants have already retired from service, and this is third round of litigation.”

In connection, the government after careful examination the matter, as per earlier instructions issued in the Govt. Memo.No.15685/SE-Ser.1,2/2009, dt.14.09.2011 and also as per orders of Hon’ble Tribunal orders dt.07.06.2013 in O.A.No.2314/2012, government accorded permission to the Commissioner and Director of School Education, A.P., Hyderabad to implement the Tribunal Orders, since the applicants are eligible for

pay revision on par with their junior.

Therefore, the District Educational Officer, Guntur with a request to take necessary action on the orders of the Tribunal as ordered by the Government therein and report compliance to this office and Government.
