All the Regional Joint Directors of School Education and the
District Educational Officers and Project Officers, Sarva Siksha
Abhiyan in the state are informed that, Government of India enacted
the Right to Education Act 2009. As per section 25(1) of RTE Act
2009 envisages that the appropriate Government and the local
authority shall ensure that the Pupil-Teacher Ratio, as specified in
the Schedule, is maintained in each school.”

The School Education Department constituted a Working
Group to study and report on the Teacher — Pupil Ratio and
modalities for Resource Redistribution Rationalization (RR-R) of
Schools and Teachers working in Primary (Govt./ZP/MP) in the
State.

The Working Group examined (a) the Aadhar Mapped U-
DISE and Child Information Data (b) children yet to be enrolled in
new academic year (c) No. of Schools (d) No. of Teachers (e) No.
of Gram Panchayats, (f) Schools in each Gram Panchayat (g) the
scope of positive consolidation of the schools within the Gram
Panchayat were the enrollment is less than 30 in each school (h)
availability of Schools within 1 Km radius in respect of Primary
Schools, 3 KM radius in respect of Upper Primary Schools, 5
Kms radius in respect of High Schools/Success Schools, (i) the
scope for Resource Redistribution — Rationalization in terms of
infrastructure and human resources etc.

The Working Group also took into consideration the
performance of Andhra Pradesh in terms of Key Education
Indicators. It also studied the key findings relating to the learning
levels of students in Government schools in the State as per the
National level Annual Status of Education Report 2014 (ASER)
and State Level Achievement Survey 2014-15 (SLAS).

The Working Group noted that while the Teacher — Pupil
Ratio (TPR) at the State and district level is higher than the national
average, at the School level it needs to be improved. Further, it
found that there are some schools with higher student strength
visa- vis the sanctioned teaching posts and on the other hand some
schools with uneconomic strength of students have more teachers.

The Working Group also noted that there are several Primary
Schools within a radius of 1 Km with less than 30 enrollment and
with more than 30 enrollment. The Working Group recommended
that positive consolidation of such Schools and staff/posts in these
schools may be done by pooling them to develop as a Model
Primary Schools in the Gram Panchayat / Municipality. Such
Resource Redistribution — Rationalization help in making best use
of the available resources — infrastructure, teachers, etc. It will
make it possible for ensuing one Teacher for one Class and minimize
multi grade teaching by single teacher which is resulting in poor
learning levels.

In the above context the Working Group recommended the
following norms for undertaking the positive consolidation and
for developing a Adarsha Pradhamika Paatasala (Model Primary
School) in every Gram Panchayat/Municipality.

The Concept of Adarsha Pradhamika Paatasala (Model
Primary Schools).
1. Establishment proposed for each Model Primary School
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a. Under one teacher, One Class room norm, five (5) Secondary
Grade Teachers for Five (5) classes will be provided for
Adarsha Pradhamika Paatasala (Model Primary School) per
GP/Municipality, provided the minimum enrolment from Class
I to V is atleast 100. (However, for the year 2015-16 the
required enrolment is atleast 80)

b. One of the 5 teachers in the Adarsha Pradhamika Paatasala
(Model Primary School) will be exclusively identified as English
Teacher

¢. Beyond 130 students enrolled, 5 SGTs + 1 Head Master post
will be provided.

d. If the enrolment is <80, 4 Secondary Grade Teachers shall be
provided, and on increased enrolment, the norm as at v(a) shall
be made applicable.

2. Comprehensive infrastructure facilities to be provided for Model
Primary School are (a) Adequate class rooms, (b) Toilets &
Water supply, (c) Furniture, (d) Library room with adequate
books, (e) Audio-Visual equipped class rooms and (f) attached
Early Childhood Center (ECE) as feeder Center.

3. Academic support will be provided on priority for Model
Primary School for, quality enhancement and improving learning
levels of students, special Training in English Teaching to the
identified Teacher, Academic Coordination & Monitoring
support by additional teachers (if required) and adequate
Teaching- Learning Material will be provided to the Model PS.

4. Any of the teachers to be adjusted after allocation to the Adarsha
Pradhamika Paatasala (Model Primary School), such teachers
services will be utilized as an Academic Support to M.E.O. /
Dy.E.O./D.E.O./D.I.LE.T./ S.S.Aetc., and as Cluster Academic
Coordinators in Special projects for enhancing learning levels.

The basic Norm for consolidation of schools as Adarsha

Pradhamika Paatasala (Model Primary School)

1. To take Gram Panchayat / Municipality as a Unit.

2. ldentify the Number of Primary schools (Govt.,/MPP/
Mpl)functioning in the Gram Panchayat / Municipality.

3. Where there are multiple Primary Schools in a Gram Panchayat
/ Municipality within 1 km radius and with < 30 students
enrolled, they may be consolidated as one Model Primary
School.

4. The Schools with <30 enrolment is to be consolidated with the
schools with >30 enrolment (or vice-versa) within 1 KM radius
in the Gram Panchayat

5. The identified school to be designated as Adarsha Pradhamika
Paatasala (Model Primary School) shall be Centrally located
and accessible.

6. Primary/Upper Primary School may be identified and designated
as Adarsha Pradhamika Paatasala (Model Primary School) for
that GP/Municipality

7. The identified Adarsha Pradhamika Paatasala (Model Primary
School) must have adequate land for future expansion.

8. There will be no multi grade/class teaching by 1 Teacher in the
Model Primary School.

9. In no instance should any Primary school beyond 1 Km be
included in this positive consolidation exercise.

10. The basic data for positive consolidation of Primary Schools
shall be “Child Info — Aadhar seeded data”.

11. Exceptions for positive consolidation are (i) where there is
only one primary school in the whole Gram Panchayat (even
with <30 enrolments), (ii) Schools which have Physical
barriers — Canal, National Highway, Railway track, etc.,

(i) schools located in Primitive Tribal Groups’ habitations,(iv)
Minor medium schools, (v) Primary Schools in exclusive SC,
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ST colonies. If the minor media schools and the schools in
SC/ST colonies prefer to be consolidated with the Model
Primary School of the Gram Panchayat such request may be
agreed to

12. The scope for identifying more than one Model Schools in a
GP/Municipality if the enrolment after consolidation is over
150 in the first Model Primary School.

13. Other Primary Schools that continue to function within 1 Km
in the same GP/Municipality where positive consolidation
is undertaken will be provided Teachers as per RTE norm of
1:30. One Class-One Teacher norm will be applied when
enrolment improves in these schools.

14. The Premises of the Primary School which is consolidated
with the Model Primary School in the Gram Panchayat can
be used as an attached ECE (Early Childhood Centre). This
will help in improving enrolment in the Adarsha Pradhamika
Paatasala (Model Primary School). The necessary logistical
support will be provided in coordination with the Women
and Child Welfare Department. Therefore, all the Regional
Joint Director of School Education and the District Educational
Officers are instructed to take up preliminary exercise of
Resource Redistribution- Rationalization duly verifying the
physical status, availability of teachers, enrollment of
students in each school in each Gram Panchayat, feasibility
of consolidation of Primary schools and identifying the Model
Primary school, duly constituting a Committee at Mandal
level with the following Officers:

(1) Mandal Parishad Development Officer

(2) Mandal Educational Officer

(3) Senior Primary school Headmaster in the Mandal

(4) Cluster Resource Person (S.S.A)

The Regional Joint Director of School Education and the District
Educational Officer concerned shall supervise the entire exercise.
Detailed report may be submitted to Commissioner of School
Education for taking an appropriate decision in the matter. The
entire exercise shall be completed by 15.06.2015.

In the Government Order first cited, orders were issued
selecting the following three modules for the first phase roll
out of e-nidhi (Comprehensive Financial Management
System— CFMS) :

a. Human Resource Management — Leave and loan
approvals and payments; payroll and Employee Self
Service

b. Budget distribution and Control — Budget distribution
till the last functional/ operational unit

c. Expenditure Management — Non-works — expenditure
proposals and sanctions, bill processing and bill
payments

2. In the Government Order second cited, orders were issued
revising the pay scales of the employees as recommended
by the Tenth Pay Revision Commission with the following
modifications.

(i) A fitment benefit of 43% would be given for fixing the
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pay in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015 as against the fitment

benefit of 29% recommended by the tenth Pay Revision

Commission.

(ii) The Revised Pay Scales will be implemented notionally
from 01.07.2013 with monetary benefit from 02.06.2014

(iii) As regards the arrears of the salary in the Revised Pay
Scales, 2015 from 02.06.2014 to 31.03.2015 orders will be
issued separately.

(iv) The salary in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015 will be paid in
cash from the month of April, 2015 payable in May, 2015.
The principles of fixation of pay in the Revised Pay
Scales, 2015 are also notified in the Government Order
first cited.

3. In the Government Order third cited, orders were issued
regulating the rates of Dearness Allowance from

01.01.2014 and 01.07.2014 in the revised pay Scales, 2015
in pursuance of the recommendations of the Tenth Pay
Revision Commission. In the Government Order fourth
cited, orders were issued implementing the
recommendations of the Tenth Pay Revision Commission
on House Rent Allowance. In the Government Order fifth
cited, orders were issued revising the rates of City
Compensatory Allowance as recommended by the Tenth
Pay Revision Commission.

4. All these orders are available on the A.P. Portal. It has
been decided to take up fixation of pay in the Revised
Pay Scales under the Comprehensive Financial
Management System (CFMS) module in pursuance of the
orders issued in the GO first read above.

5. Accordingly, the following instructions are issued for
effective implementation of the above orders. These

(i) The Head of the Office or the officer in charge of
establishment management shall capture the following
particulars in the existing Pay scales viz., Andhra
Pradesh Revised Pay Scales, 2010 on the CFMS portal

(a) Payas on 01.07.2013;

(b) Existing Scale of Pay with Grade;

(c) Increments sanctioned during the period from
01.07.2013t0 31.05.2015;

(d) Promotions /transfers/ other appointments (such as
School Assistant being appointed as Mandal
Education Officer) during the period from 01.07.2013
t031.05.2015;

(e) Period(s) of leaves availed and any unauthorised
absence during the period from 01.07.2013 to
31.05.2015;
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(f) Period of suspension if any during the period from

(ii) The Heads of offices who have entered increment and
promotion data for their employees shall re-access the
PRC module to enter additional information relating to
allowances in the new format given under tab “add any
pay change and allowances details”.

(iii) After capturing these details, the Head of the office
concerned shall run the program. The system generates:-
a) pay fixation in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015

b) Pay from time to time from 1.7.2013 to 31.5.2015 with

modifications such as increments, fixation of pay on
promotion etc.,

c) Dearness Allowance on the Revised pay;

d) House Rent Allowance on the Revised Pay with

reference to place(s) of duty

e) City Compensatory Allowance on the Revised Pay

with reference to place(s) of duty;

f) Emoluments in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015 from

1.7.2013t031.5.2015 (Pay due)

g) Existing Emoluments (in the Revised Pay Scales, 2010)

from 1.7.2013t0 31.5.2015 (Pay drawn)

h) Difference in pay to be claimed.

(iv) The Head of the office verifies the pay fixation and other
particulars with reference to the entries in the Service
Register and approves it after satisfying that the pay
fixation is in order.

(v) The system generates the order on fixation of pay in the
Revised Pay Scales, 2015 from 1.7.2013 and regulating
the pay fixations from time to time thereupon.

(vi) In case when Head of the Office is not competent to fix
the pay or approve the fixation ,the competent authority
shall approve the fixation and return to the Head of the
Office for claiming the arrears.

(b) Instructions to the Drawing and Disbursing Officers
(i) After approval of the claim, the system generates

A.P.T.C. Form No. 47 duly indicating the arrears of
pay fixation.

(ii) The claims shall be in three parts but in one bill:
Part-1: From 01.07.2013 to 01.06.2014 for which the fixation
is notional.

Part-11: From 02.06.2014 to 31.03.2015 for which arrears of

pay fixation in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015 are to be paid as

per the orders that will be issued separately.

Part-111: From 01.04.2015 onwards to the date of fixation of

pay in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015 for which the arrears

shall be paid in cash.

(iii) The DDO concerned shall verify the arrear claims with
reference to the amounts drawn by the employee. After
thorough verification, shall sign the Bill and prefer the
claim at the Treasury Officer/Pay and Accounts Officer,
Hyderabad, after making necessary entries in the service
book under proper attestation.

(iv) The system also generates a statement indicating as to
how much of the amounts worked out due to fixation in
Revised Pay Scales, 2015 are adjusted notionally,
amounts calculated from 02.06.2014 to 31.03.2015 and
amount paid in cash from April, 2015 which shall be
communicated to the respective employees.
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(vii) The claims on account of fixation of pay in the Revised
Pay Scales, 2015 shall be preferred in duplicate and
presented to the District Treasury Officer / Pay and
Accounts Officer, Hyderabad. The bill should be
superscripted in “RED INK” as “Claim for Pay Fixation
arrears in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015” to make it
distinct from other bills along with service register.

(viii) The Drawing Officer shall ensure that the bills are
supported by proper sanction orders and schedules
required in respect of the claim in duplicate indicating
the details of the employees, before submitting the
claims to District Treasury Officer/ Pay and Accounts
Officer, Hyderabad/ as the case may be.

(ix) All the Drawing Officers are directed to ensure that the
bills are drawn as per the above orders under CFMS
modules. The amounts payable in cash shall be credited
to the respective bank accounts of the employees
through CINB account maintained by treasuries.

(x) Ifthe Audit Authorities report any erroneous pay fixation,
the Drawing Officer should check again, with reference
to the pay fixation already approved. If pay fixation
was approved by a higher authority, the fact should be
reported by the Drawing Officer to the concerned Audit
Authority. Suitable action should be taken to rectify
the erroneous fixation if any immediately.

(xi) In case of Heads of offices/ Heads of Departments the
pay fixations generated shall be submitted to the
competent authorities/Heads of Departments or to the
administrative departments of Secretariat concerned for
approval of pay fixations. However, the procedure of
drawal shall be as per the guidelines indicated above.

(c) Instructions to the Treasury Officers/ Pay and Accounts
Officer, Hyderabad/Pay and Accounts Officer/Assistant
Pay and Accounts Officer (Works) :

(i) The District Treasury Officer / Sub-Treasury Officer / Pay
and Accounts Officer, Hyderabad/Pay and Accounts
Officer/Assistant Pay and Officer (works) shall check
the pay fixation claims from 01.07.2013 in Revised Pay
Scales, 2015 which are received from CFMS Module with
reference to the Service Registers and other material such
as fly leaf etc for processing of the bill in treasuries as
per the existing rules in force.

(ii) In case any erroneous pay fixations are detected, the
audit authorities shall note the details of erroneous pay
fixations to the concerned Drawing Officer who in turn
rectifies and submits the revised claim.

4.Government have accepted the recommendations of the
Tenth Pay Revision Commission on the revision of the
Pay Scales of Non-Teaching Staff of all Universities and
decided to extend the fixation benefit of 43% as was
allowed to the State Government employees, along with
the other recommendations of the Tenth Pay Revision
Commission on the Compensatory allowances viz., DA,
HRA and CCA.

5. Accordingly, Government hereby Order that-

() The Revised Pay Scales, 2015 shall be as set out in
Schedule 1. The corresponding revised pay scales
for the existing scales shall be the scale against each
existing scale specified therein. These scales shall
be common to all the employees in various categories
except where specified otherwise in the Departmental
Pay Schedule (Schedule-11) appended to this order.
Holders of posts not included in the Schedule-11 will
be governed by the Revised Pay Scales corresponding
to the existing scales as shown in the Schedule-I.

(b) The Orders issued in references 5th to 12th read above
relating to Revised Pay Scales of DA, HRA, CCA,
Stagnation Increments, Automatic Advancement
Scheme, Special Pay and Allowances issued in respect
of Government employees shall apply to mutatis
mutandis to the Non- Teaching staff of Universities.

(c) The Revised Pay Scales, 2015 shall be deemed to
have come into force notionally with effect from 01-
07-2013. The monetary benefit shall be allowed from
02-06-2014.

(d) The Salary in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015 will be
paid in cash from the month of April, 2015 payable

on 01-05-2015.



(e) Regarding the arrears of Salary in the Revised Pay
Scales, 2015 for the period from 02-06-2014 to 31-03-
2015, orders will be issued separately.

(f) Interim relief paid from 01-01-2014 to 01-06-2014 shall
not be recovered. Interim Relief paid for the period
beyond 02-06-2014 will be adjusted from the monetary
benefit payable on account of implementation of
Revised Pay Scales, 2015.

(9) The Universities shall meet the additional expenditure
from their sources and shall not seek additional funds
for this purpose.

6. The Interim Relief shall not be included as pay for the

purpose of fixation in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015.

7. All the Registrars of Universities and the Audit Officers

are requested to follow these instructions for the purpose
of pay fixation and payment of arrears and audit thereof.
These are modified in the context of applicability to the
Universities and reproduced below for ready reference

(a) Instructions to the Registrars of Universities:

(i) All the Registrars of Universities are requested to
communicate these orders to all the employees who
were in service under their control as on 01-07-2013
including those who were on leave, under
suspension, deputation, Foreign Service and the
employees retired on or after 01-07- 2013. In respect
of the employees who died while in office on or after
01-07-2013, these orders have to be communicated to
their legal heirs.

(ii) They are also requested to communicate the Proforma
of Statement of the Pay Fixation appended to this
order (Appendix-1) to the subordinate officers under
their control and issue instructions to fix the pay of
the employees in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015.

(b) Instructions to the Heads of Universities/Officers

looking after establishment:

(i) The Registrars of the Universities/ Officers looking
after the

establishment shall prepare a list indicating the names
and designations

of all members of staff according to the monthly pay
billsin

quadruplicate and furnish them to the Audit Officer of
State Audit/

Deputy Director of State Audit. Drawing Officer should
ensure that no

member of the staff whether on duty or on leave or under
suspension

shall escape inclusion from the list. Proforma for
furnishing this

information is given in Annexure-I to this order.

(ii) The Officers concerned shall record the entries of
fixation of pay in the

Revised Pay Scales, 2015 in the Service Registers of the
employees

concerned before preparation of claims. A copy of the
pay fixation

Statement shall also be attached to the Service Register
of the employee.

(¢) Instructions to the Drawing and Disbursing
Officers of Universities:
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(i) (@) The salaries in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015 shall
be paid in cash from the month of April, 2015 onwards.

(b) Regarding the arrears of salaries on account of
fixation of pay in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015 for the
period from 02-06-2014 to 31-03-2015 orders will be
issued separately.

(c) In the event of death of any employee before the
issue of these orders, the legal heirs shall be entitled
to get the benefit of Revised Pay Scales, 2015 as
stipulated in (a) and (b) above.

(ii) The claims on account of fixation of pay in the
Revised Pay Scales, 2015 shall be preferred in
duplicate in the establishment pay bills form and
presented to the Audit Officer, State Audit
Department concerned along with pay fixation
statements in triplicate together with the Service
Register of the individual concerned with up to date
entries. The bill should be superscripted in “RED INK”
as “Claim for Pay Fixation arrears in the Revised
Pay Scales, 2015” to make it distinct from other bills.

(iii) The pay fixation claims shall be prepared in three
parts:

Part-I: From 01-07-2013 to 01-06-2014 for which the fixation
is notional.

Part I1: From 02-06-2014 to 31-03-2015, for which arrears of
pay fixation in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015, are to be paid
as per the orders that will be issued separately.

Part-111: From 01-04-2015 onwards to the date of fixation of
pay in the revised Pay Scales, 2015 for which the arrears
shall be paid in cash.

(iv) The Drawing Officer shall ensure that the bills are
supported by all supporting documents in duplicate
indicating the details of the employees, before
submitting the claims to the District Audit Officer of
the State Audit Department as the case may be.

(v) All the Drawing and Disbursing Officers are
requested to intimate the employees working under
their control as to how much of the amounts worked
out due to fixation in the Revised Pay Scales,2015 are
adjusted notionally, amounts calculated from 02-06-
201410 31-03-2015 and amount paid in cash from April,
2015 in the proforma appended (Appendix-11) to these
instructions.

(vi) If the Audit Authorities report any erroneous pay
fixation, the Drawing Officer should check again, with
reference to the pay fixation already approved. If pay
fixation was approved by a higher authority, the fact
should be reported by the Drawing Officer to the
concerned Authority. Suitable action should be taken
to rectify the erroneous fixation immediately.

(vii) The Drawing Officers should invariably indicate
the particulars of pay and allowances in the fixation
statements correctly.

(viii) The Drawing Officers should not alter any column
of the pay fixation statement. They should not include
any new item. They should not omit to mention any
information against the column.

(d) Instructions to the Audit Officers:

(i) Audit Officers, State Audit Department shall obtain
from all the Registrars of Universities, a list indicating
the names and designations of all the members of
staff according to the monthly pay bill in
quadruplicate in the Proforma in Annexure-1. It should
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be ensured that no member of the staff whether on
duty or on leave or under suspension or under training
or under deputation / Foreign Service escapes
inclusion from the list.

(ii) After obtaining the list in Annexure-1, the respective
Audit Authorities mentioned above shall chalk out a
programme to verify and check whether the pay
fixations are in terms of the G.O 5th cited.

(iii) Audit Officer of State Audit Department shall check
the pay fixation claims from 01.07.2013 in the Revised
Pay Scales, 2015 with reference to the Service
Registers etc., and admit the bill.

(iv) After such verification the respective officers should
record in column (5) of Annexure-1, the result of such
verification and attest the entries and a report may
be sent to the Director of State Audit as to the number
of pay fixations completed and balance pending at
the end of each month by 10th of succeeding month.
The Director of State Audit Department shall in turn
consolidate and forward the particulars to the Finance
(HRM.V-PC) Department by 20th of that month.

(v) In case any erroneous pay fixations are detected, the
audit authorities shall note the details of erroneous
pay fixations in the proforma indicated in Appendix-
11 to this order.

(vi) The Audit Authorities shall report the number of
cases, where erroneous fixation was noticed and the
total amount ordered to be recovered from the
individuals to the Registrar of the University
concerned.

(vii) The Audit Officers of the Universities shall follow
the usual procedure of furnishing one copy of the
schedules along with bills to the Accountant General
and shall credit the arrears as per the orders to be
issued in the matter. The second copy of the
schedules shall be furnished to the Drawing Officer
with voucher number.

8. The Registrars should note that where Special Pay has
not been sanctioned specifically to any particular category
the same shall be treated as discontinued and it shall not
be allowed in the Revised Pay Scales, 2015. The Registrar
on receipt of the verification reports from the audit
authorities shall prefer the claim before the Finance Officer
of the University.

The attention of District Educational Officers, DIET
Principals and Project Officers of SSA in the State is inv ited
toreference 151 cited, where in they were requested to select
the DRGs under four categories i.e., 1) classes | & n
Mathematics 2) classes | & Il Telugu 3) classes I11-V English
4) classes | 1I-V Mathematics for conduct of in-service teacher
training programmes at Primary level for the year 2015-16.

Further, a meeting was held with DIET Principals and
AMO of SSA on 29-6-2015 at SCERT to discuss on selection
of DRGs and modalities on conduct of training programmes
in districts. During the meeting a detailed discussion was
held on the type of training programmes to be conducted to
the teachers so as to train aU the teachers in the subjects
they are teaching in their respective schools. Finally keeping
in view the MHRD guidelines and teaching of different
subjects by teachers at primary level, it was decided to
conduct training programmes in three subject areas i.e.,
Telugu, English and Mathematics in classes I-V with a durat
ion of five days each. In view of this, they are requested to
select DRGs under three categories onlyi.e., Telugu, English
and Mathemat ics instead of four categories as requested
earlier. The procedure communicated earlier for selection of
DRGs holds good.

With regard to deputation of teachers to training
programmes, it was decided to follow the below mentioned
norms.

1. Single teacher shall be exempted from the tra ining
programme in this phase. A separate session will be
conducted to these teachers.

2. If there are two teachers in a school, they shall be
compulsorily deputed to Telugu and Mathematics
trainings @ one to each training.

3. It1 case of three teachers, they shall be deputed to aU the
three trainings @ one for each to TeJugu, English and
Mathematics based on the subjects teaching by them in
their schools.

4. If Lhe number of teachers is more than three, the additional
teachers shall be deputed keeping in view the subjects
being taught by them in the schools.

Like wise the teachers shall be deputed to trainings as
per the norms ment ioned above it was also decided in the
meeting that the training programmes to Primary School
teachers shall be completed in six (6) spellsi.e., 30 working
days.

ORDER:

1. As informed in the reference second read above, the
Finance Department has initiated certain measures to
ensure that the approved Budget for the current financial
year is made available to the department without any
impediments duly dispensing with the cumbersome
procedures. Accordingly, all Head of Departments
(HoDs) and the Secretariat Departments were requested
to distribute the approved budget for 2015-16 to the
district offices and the field implementing agencies duly
apportioning the amount available for the remaining three
quarters of the current financial year after deducting the
amount already released in the first quarter. While doing
thus, the HODs were requested to take into account the
seasonal, geographic, district-specific and project-
specific circumstances and other relevant factors and
prioritise the allocations to the Subordinate Controlling
Officers (SCOs) and the Drawing and Disbursing Officers
(DDOs) based on the actual requirement of funds for
each of the remaining three quarters. The Departments
have been given the freedom to seek funds according to
the actual requirement for each quarter based on the
implementation work plan, however, within the approved
budgetary provision for 2015-16 financial year.

2. The purpose of this exercise is to dispense with the current
process of quarterly Budget Releases and make available
the budgeted amount to the department based on their
requirement for the remaining three quarters, however
subject to the drawal being limited to the amount allocated
for each quarter. The need for Administrative Order (AO)
by the administrative department will also be dispensed
with, barring the general guidelines for effective
implementation, management, and monitoring. This would
enable the department to prepare and implement the work
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plan for all programmes approved by the Government
during the remaining three quarters of the current financial
year with the confidence of receiving the required
financing, instead of initiating the planning process and
obtaining administrative order on a quarterly basis after
receiving the budget release order, etc. The main
objective is to increase implementation effectiveness and
have a longer term programme execution horizon, action
plan and above all fund availability.

3. In this direction, it is essential to allocate the approved
budget (BE for 2015-16) for the remaining three quarters
amongst all unit offices under the control of the
department. Accordingly, an application has been
provided in the the portals of the Director of Treasuries
and Accounts and Director of Works Accounts. The
Head of the Department (HOD) shall distribute the budget
for all Heads of Accounts (HOA) operated by them in
the following manner:

i) The HOD shall log in to the DTA/ DWA portal with the
User Name and Password that they normally use for
budget authorization purposes. Thereafter they shall
propose budget distribution up to the sub-detailed Head
of Account for every quarter.

i) Once the Head of Account is entered, the total budget
provision for the year 2015-16, amount already authorised
and the balance available for distribution for remaining
quarters will be displayed in the portal.

iii) The default mode for the system on Treasury portal isto
distribute the remaining budget equally amongst three
quarters. Such an allocation is tentative. Therefore, the
HOD must review carefully with reference to the actual
requirement based on the work plan and propose
allocation to each quarter and make necessary revision
in the allocation. In case of DWA system there is no
such indication and allocation can be made directly after
deducting the expenditure.

iv) Itisreiterated that the budget distribution should not to
be a simplistic arithmetic exercise, but based on realistic
requirement of funds for financing the programme
implementation plan.

v) Once quarterly allocations are determined, the same shall
be apportioned to the Subordinate Controlling Officers
(SCOs) displayed on the screen.

vi) The HOD shall distribute the available budget to all SCOs
under his / her control for all three quarters.

vii) The HODs who traditionally distribute the budget to the
Drawing and Disbursement Officers (DDOs) directly, shall
distribute the budget amongst all DDOs for all three
quarters and not limit to SCOs.

viii) The distribution of budget shall be done for all three
quarters for all budget lines, including all Plan, Non-Plan,
Capital and Revenue Heads.

iX) The HODs must complete the apportionment of budget
amongst the SCOs (and DDOs, where it is done directly
by HODs) for all three quarters latest by 5 PM on July 05,
2015.

4. The HOD must ensure through direct and strict instructions

that all Subordinate Controlling Officers (SCOs) in turn
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apportion the amount allocated to them by the HOD, for
the three quarters based on the work plan, using the
exisiting DTA / DWA portal, to all DDOs under their
control on or before 5:00 PM on July 10, 2015. The District
Collectors are instructed to monitor this process closely
and ensure its completion ahead of the deadline indicated
above. The entire budget must be apportioned without
keeping any reserve fund at any operational level.

5. The Finance Department will hold consultations with the
departments between July 10 and 16, to review and agree
on the allocation proposed by the HOD. Once the budget
distribution for three quarters to the DDOs is accepted,
the Finance Department will issue Budget Operations
Orders for three quarters at a time that would enable every
department to operate the budget for the three quarters
without any further restrictions. However, the drawal for
each quarter will be limited to the amount indicated by
the department.

6. Upon successful data input and completion of the review
and approval process by the Finance Department, the
HOD would have the authority to reallocate funds from
one unit office to another (SCO to SCO/ DDO to DDO)
based on the requirement and preformance during the
quarter. This, however, can be done only after completion
of each quarter.

7. The departments are requested to note that as far the
Centrally Assisted Schemes are concerned, they shall be
guided by the DO letter of Principal Finance Secretary
dated June 08, 2015 (Enclosed) and the latest instructions
of Government of India. They are also requested to study
the budget book carefully and adhere to the allocations
approved therein. They shall note that no additionality
will be considered until the fourth quarter, unless in cases
of emergency or explicitly mandated by the Government.
The departments are also informed that the apportionment
of budget for three quarters for every SCO and DDO
should be accompanied by a detailed Work Plan and
Budget (WPB) for each of these units for the remaining
nine months.

8. The HOD and the Secretary concerned are requested to
monitor the expenditure monthly for all major programme
heads and take remedial action against those performing
suboptimally. All HODs and the Secretaries will be
provided access to expenditure data for monitoring in
real time. Considering the extremely tight fiscal situation,
the budget allocated for a quarter, if not utilised, may not
be available in the next quarter. Hence, Heads of
Departments are requird to be realistic in preparing their
action plan and distributing their budget.

9. The Secretaries of the Departments / HODs / District
Collectors are requested to ensure implementation of the
above instructions within the stipulated timeframe. The
Head of the Departments shall take active initiative in
distribution of the budget to the districts / SCOs / DDO
units for effective implementation of this system from July
2015. The Director of Treasuries and Accounts and
Director of Works Accounts shall monitor the process of
Budget distribution at State level whereas the District
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Treasury officers monitor the process at District level
and the Sub Treasury Officers/Pay and Accounts Officers/
Assistant Pay and Accounts Officers (Works) monitor
the process at the DDO level.

10. All are informed that the budget for the second quarter
for the controlled heads of accounts will be authorised
after the remaining budget is apportioned to all SCOs
and DDOs for the three quarters latest by 5 PM on July
10, 2015; budget released in the first quarter is fully
utilised; and the Budget Operations Order for the entire
year is obtained from the Finance Department.

11. Further clarifications or information may be obtained from
the Deputy Finance Secretary (Budget), Director of
Treasuries and Accounts, Director of Works Accounts
and the District Treasury Officers.

1. I am writing to inform you that we, in Finance Department,
have initiated a number of measures to ensure that all
important programmes of your department are provided
the required financial resource in accordance with the
Budget approved by the Legislature for 2015-16 financial
year. | am happyto inform you the e-Nidhi, the SAP based
comprehensive financial management system, which is at
an advanced stage of development, should be rolled out
by August / September 2015. This would give you an
opportunity for real-time management of finance allocated
to your department for the current year and thereafter.

2. In this context, | would like to request your cooperation in
ensuring quicker and streamlined implementation of all
flagship programme of the Government. In this direction,
I request you to write to me/ mail me (pvramesh@nic.in /
pvrameshun@gmail.com) informing the measures that the
finance department should implement that would help you
accelerate the pace of programme implementation, while
ensuring effective return on investment.

3. In this background, our higher priority ought to be devoted
to the centrally assisted state plan scheme, whose
financing pattern and the fund transferystemshave under
gone major changes from the current year onwards. The
Union Budget 2015-16 has classified the centrally assisted
state in plan schemes in to four categories viz.

a) Schemes fully supported by the Union Government.

b) Schemes to be run with the changed sharing pattern.

c) Schemes de-linked from the Union support; and

d) Schemes for which no provision is made in the Union
Budget.

4. The Government of India has neither confirmed the revised
financing pattern nor communicated them quantum of
assistance for the current year. It is evident that we are
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likely to receive reduced assistance from the centre and
the central share for the schemes with the changed sharing
pattern is likely to be around fifty per cent. Since, the first
quarter of the financial year is nearing completion and
there is no clear indication of either the quantum of
assistance or the sharing pattern, we need to chart a clear
plan of action for the remaining three quarters of the
financial year, especially in the context of inclusive double
-digit agenda launched by Government.

5. In this regard, we like to hold meeting with you and the
departmental heads under your control to determine the
fund requirement for the currency year in the changed
circumstances so that we can move forward with the
amitious agenda set by the Government. The tentative
schedule for the meetings is annexed to this letter. The
meeting will be purposeful if you could review all central
assisted state schemes pertaining your departments
critically with the head of concerned departments under
your control and prepare a revised implementation plan
for each of the four categories mentioned above along
with the budget requirement for the remaining three
quarters of the current financialy year. While doing so, |
request to pay attention to the following issues.

i) First, take stock of the schemes delinked from the
central government support and the schemes for
which no budget provision is made in the Union
Budget 2015-16, with specific reference to:

a) the need for continuation of such schemes; and
tehre is is no option but to continue the scheme
during the current year, | request you to furnish
cogent justification for the continuation, detailed
action plan and the estimated budget district-wise
for each of the three quarters and the source of
potential financing, including reappropriation
from your overall budget;

b) Residual commitments, if any, in the form of incom-
plete works and staffing, etc., and the detailed
proposals - budget and time-frame - for completion
of incomplete works and the exit plan for the
human resources, etc., may also be prepared.

¢) The action plan for utilization of unspent amount
released under the 13th Finance Commission may
also be prepared.

ii) For the schemes fully financed by the Union
Goverment, detailed action plan and the budgetary
requirement for the three quarters for each of the
thirteed districts and the implementing agencies will
be need-based (in accordance with your projections
and the utilization rate) and not supply-driven.

iii) For the schems with the revised financing pattern,
we would like to assume the central share to be around
fifty percent and the quantum of central assistance
to be around the same as the state matching share
provided in the BE 2015-16. This would ential substan-
tial reduction in the resource envelope for financing
these schemes. We would like to proceed on thes
assumption for financing these scheme unless you
obtain clear and categorical assurance of higher share
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/ quantum of assistance from your counterpart central
ministry.

iv) Accordingly, the action plan and the financing plan
would have to be revised duly paying attention to:
a) the residual spill over commitment in terms of

capital works, operational costs ant the staffing,
all of which require critical review and rationali-
zation in tune with the resources;

b) revised prioritization of programme components
and activities, duly linking investments with the
outcomes.

c¢) the instiuational architecture, especially the
societies and such other parastatal organisations
created for exclusive implementation of central
the schemes may have to be reviewed and main
streamed.

d) accordingly, revised project implementation plan
(PTP) would have to be prepared duly conside-
ring the budgetary envelope to be twice that of
state matching share provided in the BE 2015;
and

e) the budget would have to be apportioned among
the districs and implementing agencies with
appropriate projected requirements for each of
the remaining three quarters (further sub-divided
month-wise);

V) | request you to integrate several free standing but
inter-related state and central schemes and evolve
acomprehensive programme that is fully aligned with
the double-digit growth strategy and the mission-
based intervention. | request you to work closely
with the Planning Department in fine-tuning your
proposals.

6. | will grateful if you can complete the above exercise and

furnish your detailed proposals latest by June 22,2015. |
request you to make it convention to attend the meeting
along with the head of department under your control
and the detailed project implementation plan and the
budget as per the schedule indicated.
