2. The Government, in its endeavour to streamline the public
financial management system to facilitate prompt delivery
of required funds to the programmes and schemes, has
been introducing a series of reforms. The foremost being
the issuance of Comprehensive Budget Release Order
(CBRO) for the entire financial year, duly replacing the
earlier quarterly Budget Release Order (BRO), and
introduction of Comprehensive Budget Distribution Order
(CBDO) system to ensure streamlined flow of cash every
month based on the approved work plan and pace of
project implementation to the operational units.

3. Inthe reference seventh read above, while introducing the
CBRO system, the Government has empowered the
departments to distribute the approved Budget in
accordance with the work plan and priorities of the
operational units of the department through the CBDO
system. This is intended to facilitate availability of funds
to the departments at the time and place of requirement.
To complement and supplement the process for
streamlining the payment process, it was felt necessary
to rationalise the existing system for presentation of bills
to the Treasuries/ PAOs, so that payment can be made
more expeditiously.

1. In the GO sixth read above, guidelines were issued for
effective implementation of Employees Health Scheme
(EHS). Further, it was suggested that the Finance
Department would issue necessary instructions relating
to the operation of funds required for the scheme and
establish a system for prompt payment to the hospitals
providing services. Accordingly, the following guidelines
are issued for streamlined management for EHS financial
operations.

a. The Drawing and Disbursing Officers (DDOs) of all

departments are hereby ordered to deduct the monthly

ontribution d 0 the Emplovees’ Health Scheme (EH

from the salary of the employees and forward the schedule
of deduction along with the Pay Bills to the concerned
treasury every month, viz., DTO/ STO/ PAO/ Assist PAO,
etc.

b. The Drawing and Disbursing officers are required to
furnish a certificate along with the Pay Bills that EHS
contribution has been deducted from the salary of all
employees for whom salary is claimed.

c. The Treasury Officer in charge shall carefully scrutinise
the pay bills and ensure that necessary EHS deductions
are made in accordance with the provisions of this scheme.

d. Similarly, the District Treasury Officers shall deduct the
contribution from the Pensions and prepare a schedule of
deductions from the pensions disbursed for the month
and enclose a certificate that deductions have been made
in respect of all pensioners.

e. The Director of Treasuries and Accounts is hereby
designated as the Nodal Officer for the overall management
of all finances relating to EHS, that include inter alia,
monthly deductions of the employee and pensioner
contribution, depositing the contributions in the PD
account under Head of Account 8342 -00-120-00-11-003-
000, for which the Director of Treasuries and Accounts
shall be the administrator, accounting, release of funds to
the EHS executing agency, the NTR Vaidya Seva Trust,
reconciliation, reporting and monitoring.

f. The Pay and Accounts Officer and Director of Works
Accounts are required to transfer the contribution of
employees towards the EHS to the Director of Treasuries
and Accounts every month.

g. The Finance Department will issue Comprehensive Budget
Release Order (CBRO) in the month of April every year,
authorising the release of Government’s contribution to
the Employees Health Scheme under Head of Account
2210-01 M.H. 001- S.H. (10) Government Contribution for
Employees.

h. The Director of Treasuries and Accounts will draw an
amount equivalent to the employees and pensioners’
monthly contribution to the EHS from the account
mentioned above at (g) and transfer the same to the EHS
— PD Account. In case of employees on deputation /
working on Foreign Service like Andhra Pradesh Vaidya
Vidhana Parishad (APVVP), the procedure followed for
the Contributory Pension Scheme (CPS) shall be followed
in case of Employees Health Scheme.

i. The Government hereby authorize the Director of Treasuries
and Accounts to transfer Rupees Fifty Crores (Rs 50
crores) to the PD Account of the NTR Vaidya Sevaas one
time advance to establish ‘EHS Revolving Fund’ to be
operated exclusively for the purpose of EHS. This amount
shall be a permanent advance to the NTR Vaidya Seva for
the purpose of EHS and shall be replenished every month
or earlier based on the submission of certified statement
of expenditure (SOE) by the Chief Executive Officer,Dr.
NTR Vaidya Seva Trust. At any given time, the Trust
would have funds adequate to finance two months of
EHS payments in its PD account.

j- The Chief Executive Officer of Dr. NTR Vaidya Seva Trust
shall settle the claims of the Hospitals relating to EHS
within fifteen days of the claim being preferred by the



hospital and there shall be no lapse in this regard. Further,
the Vaidya Seva Trust shall not mix EHS implementation
with other programmes being implemented by the agency.

In case of Secondary Grade Teachers, there shall be only
one type of training i.e., training of pedagogy of Language,
Mathematics, Science, Co-curricular Areasi.e., Health and
Physical Education, Art and cultural Education, Value
Education and Life Skills, Work and Computer Education,
Professional skills, Communication in English, Positive
Attitude towards Teaching Profession, Inculcate
Accountability among teachers.

In case of Language Pundits the training shall be on
teaching of various Language components along with
Professional skills, Communication in English, Positive
Attitude towards Teaching Profession and Inculcate
Accountability among teachers.

2. Mode of Trainings:

The Training programmes will be conducted at two levels
in a cascade mode. First level for DRGs at State Level by
SRGs and second level for teachers by DRGs.

3. Criteria for selection:
Primary Level: For Primary level trainings the DRP should
have:
« Preferable higher qualifications to the post of SGT

» More than 10 years of primary school teaching
experience.

Language Pandits: For Language Pandits trainings the DRP
should have:

» Mastery over the content and methodology.

» Morethan 1 0 years of primary school teaching experience.

 Developed different teaching learning material and
participated in programmes like TLM Mel a.

* Possess commitment and accountability towards teaching
profession.

» Should have experience as a resource person with
inspiring classroom management.

4. Allotment of DRGs:

« 50 teachers shall be allotted to one batch. For example
200 teachers will be recruited in a district there will be 4
batches.

» DRGs shall be allotted @ 5 for each batch for Primary
level training. Ifthere are 4 batches the DEO should select
at least 20 DRPs for smooth functioning of Induction
Training.

» The DEO should select required number of DRPs as
mentioned in the table with the support of Principal, DIET.

All the Regional Joint Directors and the District
Educational Officers in the State are informed that
Government of Andhra Pradesh is in the process of
developing a Physical Literacy Policy and Implementation
Plan.

Generally in India, and particularly in Andhra Pradesh,
while the literacy levels are going up, statistics present a
different picture altogether with regard to the physical fitness
levels of citizens at large. The reason for prevalence of
unhealthy situation in society is lack of physical literacy in
the society. Absence / lack of physical literacy impacts
growth, development, productivity and life expectancy of
citizens.

“Physical literacy can be described as the motivation,
confidence, physical competence, knowledge and
understanding to value and take responsibility for
engagement in physical activities for life. (Whitehead, 2016),
who coined the word.

To enhance awareness on Physical Literacy and related
actlvittes in Andhra Pradesh State, a symposium on Physical
Literacy was held from March 12th - 19th at Nagarjuna
Univers ity, Guntur. Experts in Physical literacy, Dr. Richard
Way, CEO - Canadian Sport4 Life and eminent sports
personalities participated. During the valedictory of the
program, Hon’ble Chief Minister Sri N. Chandra Babu Naidu
directed that a Cabinet Sub Committee may be set up for
developing the Physical Literacy Policy and Implementation
Plan for the State of Andhra Pradesh. Government is in the
process of setting up the Cabinet Sub Committee and
finalizing the Physical Literacy policy.

Meanwhile it is envisaged that Physical Literacy must be
made part of the curricular activity in all the schools in the
state. Accordingly, a Physical Literacy Implementation Plan
is also under preparation. As part of this it is expected that:

» Physical Literacy must be made a curricular activity from

Class-1 to class-X in all schools including private aided

and un-aided schools.

* Education and training of all stakeholders on Physical

Literacy

» Standard curriculum to define and deliver class and age
specific curriculum (including lesson plans, assessments,
activity details)

 Assessment of the Standard age-specific and reporting
framework/tools for Physical Literacy

» To assess and monitor the physical health of each and
every student Enablement technology (devices and apps)
for recording and analysis of data

» Making Physical Literacy compulsory and treating on
par with other subjects
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» To ensure appropriate opportunities and create a proper
road map through Long Term Athlete Development
Program for children progressing well in sports in high
schools and colleges.

Since school is the place where it is guaranteed that all
young people will work with qualified practitioners (Physical
Education Teachers). it is proposed to initiate the policy from
school level. The plan of action begins with various training
programmes to the Physical Education and other Teachers
at various levels in the state covering all 60,462 Schools as
per UDISE 2015- 16. A Master Training programme to be
delivered by experienced/expert trainers, including Canadian
Sport4Life under guidance of International Physical Literacy
Association is proposed to be held from April 25th to 2nd
May, 2016 at State Level. It is expected that about 300 — 600
PET /SA (PE)s from Government and Private Schools from
across lhe State will be identified and trained as Master
Trainers.

These Master Trainers of Physical Literacy, in turn will
need to train on an average 200 to 300 PETs/Nodal Teachers
covering each and every school in their respective Education
Division. The Divisional- level training programs are
scheduled to be held from 7th May to 7th ,June 2016 in each
and every Educational Division.

The DEOs in the State are hereby instructed to coordinate
with all concerned, covering all managements of Schools
(Residential Schools of Education, Social Welfare, Tribal
Welfare, Private Aided and Unaided Schools, etc.) and
identify about 50 potential Master Trainers in each of their
district including the PETS, selected for the symposium held
at Nagarjuna University, Guntur during 12th - 19th March.
The training programmes so proposed are tentative and,
thus, final schedule will be informed in due course.

The criteria to be adopted for selection of PETs/SA (PE)s
for Master training course is:

i. PET I SA(PE) already participated in the programme held
from 12 to 19th March 2016 at Nagarjuna University.

ii. Trained Physical Education Teacher

iii. Teacherswhoare physicallyactive and willing to promote
Physical Literacy actively in the district.

iv. Teachers who possess higher qualifications in Physical
Education.

v. Teacher who participated m State/ National/International
games/ sports.

1. When there is a tie in first two methods of selection, the
selection should be based on the remaining points.

2. Five to Six Physical Education Teachers (PETs/SA) or
active Teachers shall be chosen from Each Educational
Division of Andhra Pradesh.

3. Such teachers must be willing to train the other teachers
after being trained by the Expert Team in the Master
Training Program.

4. There must be at least one women teacher from each
division.

At the Divisional-Level Training the following audience
is to participate:

1. Every Physical Education Teacher (PET / SA) of every
High School

2. One teacher must participate from every school. In
instances where there are more than one school in the



same compound, one teacher must be chosen from each

school.

3. Where the Primary sections are attached to High School

sections in such cases in addition to the Physical

Education Teacher from High School, one teacher from

the Primary School should also be chosen.

In Primary and Upper Primary Schools one willing SGT

must be chosen.

5. If there is no Physical Education Teacher in the School,
the teacher, who is popular amongst students, active and
willing to promote Physical Literacy actively for the
students, should be selected.

6. All schools under all managements shall need to take
partin this training programme.

7. The Outsourced / Contracted Physical education
Teachersworking KGBVs.

8 The Private un-aided schools have to send the Physical

All the Regional Joint Directors of School Education and
District Educational Officers in the State are informed that
under Right to Education (RTE) Act 2009, the Right to
Education is accorded the same legal status as the Right to
Life as provided by Article 21(a) of Indian Constitution. Every
child in age group of 6 to 14 years shall be provided up to 8
years of Elementary Education on admission to an age
appropriate class in the vicinity of his/ her neighborhood.

It is further informed that a review of the enrolment in
Government Schools is taken up as part of the Rationalization
— Resource Redistribution exercise. It is proposed to
undertake rationalization of all categories of schools and
teacher transfers during the summer of 2016 and before the
reopening of the schools in 13.06.2016.

It is further informed that there is a declining trend in
Government school’s enrolment over the years. This is
resulting in closing of zero enrolment schools, merging /
consolidation of non-viable schools with neighboring
schools during the rationalization process. Multi-grade
teaching becomes inevitable when the enrolment does not
justify allocation of full complement of teachers.

In the above context, it is proposed to take up a special
campaign “Mana Vooru — Mana Badi” to complete the
Admission of 2016 academic year in all Government/ Zilla
Parishad Schools from 20" April to 5" May 2016.

The above details should be entered in a register to be
maintained by the school head master and teacher.
The Chairman and Convener should arrange for
holding a rally in the early hours of the day with all
stake holders at school level. Banners, Placards should
be displayed during the rally highlighting the benefits
provided by the Government.

The Brochure / Pamphlets developed by SSA should
be distributed to every parent.

On the same day of rally, a school assembly should be
organized with all the stake holders. The Head Master
should display the details of children as entered in the
register. He / She also should discuss with all stake
holders the plan and procedure to admit the children
in Government School.

An amount of Rs.2500/- to 5000/- may be utilized
(commensurate with the enrolment to be made in the
school) from school management committee funds to
meet the expenditure towards conduct of rally, school
assembly and various activities relating to the “Mana
\Vooru — Mana Badi” Campaign for admissions 2016.

The District Educational Officers and Regional Joint
Directors of School Education are aware that the permission
for establishment of schools under private managements and
their regulations are governed as per the rules issued in the
G.Os 1St and 2nd read above.

In the rules, it was made clear that all the educational
institutions should necessarily have proper permission
(recognition) from the competent authority. No educational
society should be allowed to function without permission to
start from the appropriate authority.

Further, there is also an opportunity to make an application
with penalty up to the end of April of the academic year, in
which the educational society wishes to start a school.

However, it is noticed that several un-recognized
educational institutions under private managements are
mushrooming in certain areas of the state, pointing’ to the
lack of proper surveillance. Such unrecognised schools are
admitting children with connived propaganda.

The District wise list of such unrecognised schools as
per U-DISE 2015-16 is attached herewith.

The Right to Education Act-2009 too prohibits the
existence of unrecognized schools. Keeping in view the
welfare of the students, existence of such schools is a need
to be curtailed instantaneously. Existence of such schools
may, ostensibly, mar the academics of ignoramus students
and educational system.

They are further informed that in accordance with the
‘Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act,
2009 the screening procedures/tests in terms of interviews/
tests conducted for admission to any class from Pre-primary
in any school under any management or any Syllabus (State
syllabus CBSE/ICSE/any other) shall be dispensed with. Any
deviations in this regard are punishable under the Section
13(2)(b) of the RTE Act with fine, which may extend to
Rs.25,000/- for the first contravention and Rs.50,000/- for
each subsequent contravening admission.

Besides, the Hon’ble High Court while dismissing the
Writ Petition No.114/ 2011, filed by a private management
(Kesva Reddy Schools) for conducting talent test, advised
the Department to initiate action prohibiting the school
managements from conducting talent tests under any name.
In view of the above circumstances all the RIDSEs and the
DEOs in the State are requested to ensure that:

1. Suitable instructions are to be issued to the field officers
i.e. the Deputy Educational Officer, Mandal Educational
Officer etc., to identify the schools, functioning without
proper permission/ recognition, within 10 days.

2. Show cause notices are to be issued in 5 days from the
date of receipt of information from the field officers to the
institutions not to run the school without proper
permission.

3. Ifanyinstitution fails to respond to the show cause notice,
get such schools closed down forcibly with the help of
the local police and impose penalty of rupees one lakh on
those schools.

4. Make the list of Un-recognized schools of the District/
available with the Mandal Educational Officer /Educational
Officer so that the lists are accessible students/parents.

5. Give wide publicity using print, electronic, district websites,
and Social media to enlighten the parents not to join their
children in any un-recognized school.

6. The periodical inspections are done by the field officers
properly and remedial steps should be taken at the
appropriate time for closure of un-recognized schools.

7. The private school managements does not conduct talent
test of any kind - admission test/ screening test/ talent

in the school Whenever such incidence comes to the

notice of the RID/ DEO / Dy.EO/MEO, immediately

necessary action should be initiated against such erring
managements as per AP Education Act. Such schools
should be derecognized duly following the procedure.

Further, The RIDSE/DEOs are requested to issue a press
note to reach out to as many people as possible on both the
issues enlightening public to bring the occurrences of such
instances to their notice. Soon after receipt of information
take immediate action to stop such instances and take
appropriate action against such schools/managements as
per RTE Act and AP Education Rules.

These instructions issued shall be scrupulously followed
without any deviation.

A fortnightly report should be sent to this office providing
information of unrecognised schools identified, issued
notices and closed (with names) and also the schools
prevented from conducting talent tests in their respective
districts.
