As students in all government schools are nearing the
completion of their respective classes in this Academic Year,
it becomes imperative to bridge their learning gap and make
them ready for the Academic Year 2020-21.

2. The evidence of conducting bridge courses globally shows
that students are able to reap the benefits in improving
the class-specific learning outcomes to do well in the
forthcoming academic year.

3. In order to bridge the learning gaps among students, a
bridge course is planned for Academic Year 2019-20 for all
students studying in Classes I-V in government schools
of Andhra Pradesh. This will be a 30-day programme
starting from 16th March 2020 till 23rd April 2020.
The existing class specific content will be the source for
the Bridge course which will be refreshed through this
programme.

| submit that the Deputy Director, Visakhapatnam has
sought for clarification on eligibility of SPP-I scale to those
who have acquire requisite qualification after completion of
24 years of service.

Further, | submit that Government have issued clarification
vide Memo 2nd cited that the concept of Automatic
Advancement Scheme for 15/22 years (now 16/24 years) is
that a person should be fully eligible for promotion and that
he is not able to secure promotion on account of non-availa-
bility of vacancy. In cases where a person relinquishes his
right permanently to promotion under General Rules 45 of
AP State & Sub-ordinate Serivce Rules should not be made
eligible for the benefit of Automatic Advancement Scheme.

Further | submit that Government have issued another
clarification vide memo 3rd cited thatif an individual eligible
for promotion to the higher post on regular line from the
ordinary Grade Scale Post but his name is not approved in
DPC, due to disciplinary case pending against him and his
juniors are promoted in the same DPC therefore the individual
is not eligible for Special Grade Post Scale as he has not
stagnated service but could not be considered for promotion.

The Deputy Director Visakhapatnam has informed that
in the Judicial Department of Visakhapatnam District it is
noticed duing the course of pre-audit of bill, the District
Judge, Visakhapatnam has appointed certain Typists/Junior
Assistants to SPP-1 Scale in a particular cagegory of post
even after completion of 16 years of service and even their
juniors promoted earlier than them.

Case Example :

Sri. R.Kesavarao, whowas initially appointed as copyist

on 13.11.1972. He was promoted as Typist w.e.f. 22.01.1975.
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He has completed 16 years of incremental service as on 24.01.
1991. Due to his not acquiring requisite Departmental Tests
i.e. passing of Accounts Test for Sub-ordinate Officers and
other Test he has not appointed to SPP-1 and he could not be
promoted to the next promotion post of Senior Assistant
along with his juniors till he possesed Departmental Tests
i.e.upt030.11.2008.

In the aabove aspect it is my opinion that the appointment
of the individual to SP Scale-1 and SPP Scale-I1 on completion
of 24 years of service is not in order because of the concept
of Automatinc Advancement Scheme is to relieve stagnation
in service that an employee should be fully eligible for
promotion and he is not able to secure promotion on account
of non-availablility of vacancy. His junior has alread been
promoted earlier that him. There is no provision in that
scheme that an employee shall be appointed to SPP Scale -I
and SPP Scale -1 with retrospective date of completion of
16/24 years of incremental service and giving monitory benefit
w.e.f.the date of possessing the academic qualifications /
passing of prescribed Departmental Tests etc., even after
completion of 16/24 years of service and also the juniors
promoted in regualr line earlier line earlier than the senior.
Therefore the appointment of the individual to SPP Scale-I
w.e.f. 24.01.1991 with monitory benefit w.e.f. 30.11.2003 i.e.

ORDER:

The Government desire to impress on all Government
Servants that Sub-rule (5) and (6) of Rule 19 of the Andhra
Pradesh Civil Services(Conduct) Rules, 1964, which are
reproduced below, define the position of Government Servants
in relation to elections to the State and Central Legislatures
and Panchayat Raj bodies :

19(5) No Government employee shall canvass or
otherwise interfere or use his influence, in connection with,
or take part in an election to parliament or any House of a
State Legislature or any local authority or body;

Provided that ...........

() A Government employee qualified to vote at such
election may cast his vote but, where he does so, he
shall give no indication of the manner in which he
proposes to vote or has voted;

(i) A Government employee shall not be deemed to have
contravened the provisions of the Rule by reason only
that he has assisted in the conduct of an election in the
due performance of a duty imposed on him by or under
any law for the time being in force.

The display by a Government employee on his person,

vehicle, residence or any of his property, of any election

symbol shall amount to using his influence in
connection with a election the meeting the meaning of
sub-rule(5)”.

2. It is the duty of the Government Servants to be
scrupulously impartial in the discharge of their duties in
connection with elections. Besides being strictly impartial,
they should conduct themselves in such a manner as to
inspire confidence in the public in regard to their
impartiality and to give no room for suspicion on any
account that they are favouring any party or candidate.
The Government servants should not take part in any
election campaign or in canvassing or attending political
meetings or rallies and they should take scrupulous care
not to lend their names, official position or authority to
assist any group, party or person, except exercising their
right to vote in accordance with election to the Panchayat

(i)

Raj Institutions must be confined to the conscientious
and diligent discharge of any election duties which may
be entrusted to them by the competent authority.

3. No Government Servant should act as an election agent or
aoran agent of any candidate at an election as per Section
222, 223 and 224 of Andhra Pradesh Panchayat Raj Act
1994, which read as follows:-

222. Breaches of official duty in connection with elections:-

(1) If any person to whom this section applies is without
reasonable cause guilty of any act omission in breach
of his official duty, he shall be punishable with fine
which may extend five hundred rupees.

(@) No suit or other legal proceedings shall lie against
any such person for damages in respect of such act or
omission as aforesaid.

(3) The persons to whom this section applies are the
District Election officers, Returning Officers, Assistant
Returning officers, Presiding officers, Polling Officers
and any other person appointed to perform any duty
in connection with the receipt of nominations or
withdrawal of candidatures, or the recording or
counting of votes at an election and the expression
“official duty” shall for the purpose of this section be
construed accordingly but shall not include duties
imposed otherwise then by or under this Act.

223. Penalty for Government servants etc., for acting as

election agent, polling agent or counting agent:

If any person in the service of the State or Central
Government or a local authority or a Corporation owned
or controlled by the State or Central Government, acts as
an election agent to a candidate at an election, he shall be
punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend
to three months, or with fine or with both.

224. Offence of booth capturing :-

(1) whoever commits an offence of booth capturing shall
be punishable with imprisonment for a term which shall
not be less than one year but which may extend to
three years and with fine, and where such offence is
committed by a person in the service of the Government,
he shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term
which shall not be less than three years but which may
extend to five years and with fine.

Explanation: For the purpose of this section and section

232A “Booth Capturing includes, among other things, all

or any of the following activities, namely:-

(@) Seizure of a polling station or a place fixed for the poll
by any person or persons, making polling authorities
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surrender the ballot papers or voting machines and
doing of any other act which affects the orderly conduct
of elections;

(b) Taking possession of a polling station or a place fixed
for the poll by any person or persons and allowing
only his or their own supporters to excercise their right
to vote and prevent others from free exercise of their
right to vote;

(c) Coercing or intimidating or threatening directly or
indirectly threatening any elector and preventing him
from going to the polling station or a place fixed for
the poll to cast his vote;

(d) Seizure of a place for counting of votes by any person
or persons, making the counting authorities surrender
the ballot papers or voting machines and

(e) Doing by any person in the service of Government, of
all or any of the aforesaid activities or aiding or
conniving at, any such activity in the furtherance of
the prospects of the election of a candidate.

(2) An offence punishable under sub-section(1) shall be
congnizable™.

4. Various parties etc., may apply for permission to hold
election meetings in a public place and while granting
permission for such meetings, no distinction should be
made between one political party and another and if more
parties than one apply for permission to hold a meeting at
the same place on the same day and at the same hour,
only the party which has applied first should be allowed
to hold the meeting.

5. The Government, direct that the above provisions of the
Acts and Andhra Pradesh Civil Services(Conduct) Rules,
1964 should be strictly followed by all the Government
servants. The Government however, wish to assure the
Government servants of all ranks that, so long as they
discharge their duties impartially and in accordance with
the law and instructions issued by the Government, they
will be fully protected by the Government and no
victimization aced be apprehended.

6. The District Collectors are requested to communicate these
instructions to the Government servants of all grades of
various offices in the District.

7. The receipt of the Government order should be
acknowledged.

2. Recognizing the extreme danger to Public Health and
Safety, preventive measures are initiated by the State
Governments across the country in coordination with
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare.

3. Further, vide the G.O. mentioned in the reference 3rd read
above, the Government of Andhra Pradesh has instituted
a “Lockdown”, till the 14th of April 2020, under the Disaster
Management Act, 2005 as per the guidelines issued by
the Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India for the
containment of the COVID-19 pandemic. Barring the
essential services, all commercial/non-essential services
have been shut down.

4. As a result of the above measures taken, while the revenue
streams have totally dried up due to the lockdown, the
demand on State resources has increased tremendously
for contact tracing, quarantining, providing personal
protection equipment, drugs, health facilities, etc. & for
providing financial assistance to the poor people most
affected by the lockdown.

5. Government, after careful consideration of the situation

2. Whether 50% deferment to be imposed in respect of
suspended File No.FIN02-18059/1/2018-H SEC-DTA-
Part(4) employees also:-

As the employee under suspension shall be paid
subsistence allowance which is equal to his half pay, hence

50% deferment may not be imposed.

3. How to prepare March-2020 Salary bill for the employees
paid from PD A/Cs:-

The bills may be prepared for the full month without any

deductions. 50% of Gross Salary may be credited to the

employee(s) bank account and remaining 50% may be
retained in the PD A/C itself, until further orders.
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At no point of time, effort should be made to withdraw the
retained amount, until further orders and the retained
amount should not be diverted to any other purpose.

4. Deferment of 50% of salary in respect of employees
retiring in March-2020:-

Deferment of 50 percent or as applicable in the
Government orders and Govt. memo shall be effected.

5. Court Attachments :- As court attachment is the employee’s
individual obligation, the employee should meet the same
from his pocket.Wherever the DDO has given undertaking,
the DDO should inform the court about the deferment
orders issued by the Government and should request the
court to exempt the attachments for the time being in view
of the general orders.

6. All the expenditure, which is shown under charged, is
exempted from the Deferment of salary ex: Judges of
Hon’ble High court and their establishment, APPSC,
Hon’ble Governor’s establishment and State Election
Commission, etc. However, the lower Judiciary from
District to Muffasil shall attract salary deferment as per
GO.26 and the Circular memo, as stated above.

In the G.O 1st read above, orders were issued for
conversion of all classes from | to V1 in Primary, Upper Primary;,
High Schools under all managements into English Medium
from the academic year 2020-21 and gradually increasing each
further class from the next consequent academic years.

2. Inthe GO. 2nd read above, orders were issued to implement
the Telugu as compulsory subject in all schools under all
managements both Government and Private in the State.

3.In the G.O. 3rd read above, orders were issued to continue
one school for Telugu Medium at Mandal Headquarters
and to continue all minor medium schools in all
managements except unaided schools in the State.

4. Whereas, two WPs (PIL) i.e., 183 & 185 of 2019 have been
filed in the Hon’ble High Court with a prayer to set aside
the orders issued by the Government vide G.0.Ms.No.81,
School Education ( Prog.l) Department, dated 05.11.2019
and G.0.Ms.No.85, School Education ( Prog.l) Department,
dated 20.11.2019.
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5. The Hon’ble High Court in WPs (PIL) 183 & 185 of 2019,
delivered its judgement holding that the said G.Os are
found not in conformity with the law, inter alia on the
ground that the said G.O. has the effect of forcing the
students’ choice without reference to his/her right to
choose and the Hon’ble High Court has also found that
the procedure contemplated under the RTE Act, 2009 has
not been followed.

6. While holding so, the Hon’ble High court negatived the
following contention of the State. The contention of the
State government was that, as part of “Amma Vodi
Varotsavam” held between 04.01.2020 to 09.01.2020, the
Parent Committees (Earlier known as School Management
Committees) all over the State have met on 07.01.2020 and
debated with regard to introducing English as a medium
of instruction in the Government schools from Class | to
VI fromthe academic year 2020-21 and communicated their
resolutions to the O/o Commissioner of School Education
through District Education Officers in the State. The
Commissioner of School Education has informed that the
resolutions have been tabulated and found that 93.77%
of the Parents committees have passed resolutions
requesting for introduction of English medium in
Government schools and 1.38% for Telugu Medium and
4.34% for both English and Telugu medium 0.46% for other
media.

7. The Commissioner of School Education has further
informed that the Hon’ble High Court of Andhra Pradesh
vide reference 4th read above observed in Para 71 of
judgment, that a child or on his behalf his parent or
guardian, has a right to freedom of choice with regard to
the medium of instruction in which he would like to be
educated at primary stage in the school and not the school
Monitoring Committee or Parents Associations, and
further stated that the Hon’ble High Court has observed
in para 53 of their judgment that the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights to which India is a signatory, may have
its significance wherein at Article 26 (3) it was specifically
mentioned that the parents have a right to choose the
kind of education that shall be given to the children.

8. Therefore, the Commissioner of School Education vide
reference 5th read above has requested to accord
permission to ascertain the choice from the Parent/
Guardian of every student who studied Class I to V during
the academic year 2019-20, as to which medium of
instruction they would like their children to pursue in the
coming academic year 2020-21 in order to take necessary
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action in this regard. He has also submitted a model format
for ascertaining the option of the Parents / Guardians. He
further proposed that the District Educational Officers
and Mandal Educational Officers shall be directed to
obtain the parental choice through the field functionaries
of the Village / Ward Secretariats as the Educational
Institutions are closed at present.

9. After careful examination of the proposal, Government
hereby accord permission to the Commissioner of School
Education to ascertain the choice from Parent / Guardian
of the students who studied from Class | to V during the
academic year 2019-20 with respect to the medium of
instruction in which they would like their children to
pursue their Education in the coming academic year 2020-
21. The choice shall be obtained through District
Education Officers and Mandal Education Officers who
would in turn circulate the formats to the parents through
Village Secretariats in the State.

2. In the reference 2nd read above, orders were issued to
implement Telugu as compulsory subject in all schools
under all managements both Government and Private in
the State.
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3. In the reference 3rd read above, orders were issued to
continue one school for Telugu Medium at Mandal
Headquarters and to continue all minor medium schools
in all managements except unaided schools in the State.

4. Whereas, two WP ( PIL) i.e. 183 & 185 of 2019 have been
filed in the Hon’ble High Court with a prayer to set aside
the orders issued by the Government vide G.0.Ms.No.81,
School Education (Prog.l) Department, dated 05.11.2019
and G.0.Ms.No.85, School Education ( Prog.l) Department,
dated 20.11.2019.

5. In the reference 4th read above the Hon’ble High Court
delivered judgement in WP (PIL) 183 & 185 of 2019, setting
aside the G.0.Ms.No.81, School Education (Prog.l)
Department, dated 05.11.2019 and G.0.Ms.No.85, School
Education ( Prog.l) Department, dated 20.11.2019 which
was set aside by the Honourable High Court, on the
grounds that the SCERT which is the academic authority
as per the RTE rules 2011, did not involve in the decision
making under section 29(2) of RTE act leading to the
decision. Also, the Honourable High court, observed that
the options of the Parents were not taken during the policy
decision.

6. In compliance with the Honourable High Court, orders
were issued in the reference 5th read above to the
Commissioner of School Education to ascertain choice
from Parent/Guardian of the students with respect to the
Medium of instruction in which they would like their
children to pursue their education in the coming academic
year 2020-21.

7. In the reference 6th read above, Commissioner, School
Education has reported that as per the orders issued by
the Government he has ascertained options from the
17,85,669 Parents/students against 17,87,035 Parents/
students wherein 96.17 % of the total options were towards
English Medium, 3.05 % opted for Telugu Medium and
0.78% opted for other minor media. While informing the
above status the Commissioner, School Education has
requested the Government for taking further necessary
action.

8. In further compliance of the Honourable High Court
Judgement, Government desires that the SCERT shall
furnish their recommendations with regard to the issue of
providing Primary Education in English Medium on the
touchstone of the parameters under section 29(2) (a) to (f)
read with section 7 of AP Education Act. The SCERT shall
compile the reports furnished periodically if any leading
to the introduction of English Medium in Primary Schools
in the past. While doing so, the SCERT is requested to
examine the relevant provisions of RTE Act and AP
Education Act with regard to curriculum thoroughly and
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furnish their recommendation. The said report would
enable the Government to take an informed decision on
the above issue.

rules,1972. In Para 6.2 of the said G.O. under the heading
‘FINANCING’, the financing arrangement for the Scheme is
defined as follows:-

“The monthly contribution will be Rs.90/- (for Slab A
consisting of employees with Pay Grades from | to IV, and
Slab B consisting of employees with Pay Grades from V to
XVII) and Rs.120/- (for Slab C consisting of employees
with Pay Grades from XVI11 to XXXII). The Pay Grades
for the three Slabs under other Pay Scales, such as
University Grants Commission Pay Scales, will be those
equivalent to the corresponding Pay Grades under the
State Government. The eligibility for Slab-A and Slab-B
will be semi-private ward, and for Slab-C will be private
ward. The contribution for service Pensioners or family
pensioners will be according to the present Pay Grade of
the post from which the pensioner retired from service”

2. In the G.O. 2nd read above, the share of Government and
Employees/ Pensioners has been revised from 60:40 to
50:50 and the estimated budget was Rs. 400 Crs.

3.Inthe G.O. 3rd read above orders were issued constituting
a Sub-Committee to sort out the issues pertaining to
budget and financial implications for successful
implementation of Employees Health Scheme under the
Chairmanship of the Secretary to Government, Finance
Department; the Members of the Sub-Committee include
the Director of Treasuries and Accounts and
representatives of the various associations / unions of
the employees of the Government of Andhra Pradesh and
pensioners.

4. The Sub-Committee on Employees Health Scheme in its

a. Enhancement of Monthly contribution share of the

i. The Monthly Contribution for the Scheme is enhanced

ORDER:

In the G.O 1st read above, orders were issued converting
all classes from | to VI in Primary, Upper Primary, High
Schools under all Managements into English Medium from
the Academic Year 2020-21 and gradually increasing each
further class from the next consequent Academic Years.

2. Inthe G.0.2nd read above, orders were issued implementing
the Telugu as compulsory subject in all schools under all
Managements both Government and Private Schools in
the State.

3. Inthe G.O. 3rd read above, orders were issued continuing
one school for Telugu Medium at Mandal Headquarters
and to continue all minor medium schools in all
Managements except un-aided schools in the State.

4. Whereas, two WPs (PIL) i.e., 183 & 185 of 2019 have been
filed in the Hon’ble High Court with a prayer to set aside
the orders issued by the Government vide G.0.Ms.No.81,
School Education (Prog.l) Department, dated 05.11.2019
and G.0.Ms.No.85, School Education ( Prog.l) Department,
dated 20.11.2019.

5. In the reference 4th read above, the Hon’ble High Court in
WHPs (PIL) 183 & 185 of 2019, delivered its judgement
holding that the said G.Os are found not in conformity
with the law, inter alia on the ground that the said G.O. has
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the effect of forcing the students’ choice without reference
to his/her right to choose and the Hon’ble High Court has
also found that the SCERT which is the Academic Authority
as per RTE Rules 2011 was not involved in the decision
making under Section 29(2) of the RTE Act, 2009 leading
to the decision.

6. While holding so, the Hon’ble High court negatived the
contention of the State and observed in their judgement
that a child or on his behalf his parent or guardian, has a
right to freedom of choice with regard to the medium of
instruction in which he would like to be educated at primary
stage in the school and not the school Monitoring
Committees or Parents Associations.

7. Therefore, in the reference 5th read above, Commissioner
School education has requested government to permit
him to ascertain the choice from Parent / Guardian of the
students who studied from Class | to V during the
Academic Year 2019-20 with respect to the Medium of
Instruction in which they would like their children to
pursue their education in the coming Academic Year 2020-
21 and vide G.O 6th read above, Government have issued
orders to the Commissioner of School Education to
ascertain the choice from Parent/ Guardian of the students
who studied from Class | to V during the Academic Year
2019-20 with respect to the Medium of Instruction in which
they would like their children to pursue their Education in
the coming Academic Year 2020-21.

8. In the reference 7th read above, Commissioner, School
Education has reported that as per the orders issued by
the Government he has ascertained options from the
(17,85,669) Parents/students against (17,87,035) parents/
students wherein 96.17 % of the total options were
towards English Medium, 3.05 % opted for Telugu Medium
and 0.78% opted for other minor media. While informing
the above status the Commissioner, School Education has
requested the Government for taking further necessary
action.

9. In compliance of the G.O. 8th read above, orders were
issued to the Director, SCERT/ State Academic Authority
to furnish their recommendations with regard to the issue
of providing Primary Education in English Medium on the
touchstone of the parameters under Section 29(2) (a) to
(f) the RTE Act, 2009 read with Section 7 of AP Education
Act, 1982.

10. In the reference 9th read above, the Director, SCERT has
submitted the “Recommendations with regard to Primary

Education in English Medium” (containing 59 pages ) to
the Government and the excerpts from page No. 55 to 58
of the report are reproduced below:
““156. In view of the entire discussion presented so far
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and with reference to the results of the survey under taken
to ascertain the parental choice with regard to the
medium of instruction for their children from Classes I to
V, SCERT in the capacity of State Academic Authority as
defined under section 29(2) of RTE Rules 2011 makes
the following recommendations a. The specific objective
of attaining irrelapsable literacy in mother tongue
including skills of articulation as envisaged under
section 7(3) of AP Education Act, 1982 can be achieved
irrespective of medium of instruction. Irrelapsable
literacy as discussed in the previous chapters can be
achieved only by the carefully designated curriculum
and classroom transaction which encompasses
continuous comprehensive process, overall development
of the child. Hence irrelapsable literacy is not directly
related to the medium of instruction, rather it is improving
student articulation skills in mother tongue by way of
teaching the mother tongue language which can be
achieved even as a language subject.

b. The RTE Act, gives a roadmap on how curriculum
should be and what are the aspects to be covered while
designing a curriculum. The irrelapsable literacy can
be achieved by conforming the curriculum within the
framework as mentioned vide section 29(2). A curriculum
should emphasize on the values of the constitution, all
round development of the child, activity based, child
centered learning, making the freedom of expression a
reality, and to evaluate child’s understanding
continuously and all these to be achieved by using
Child’s mother tongue to be used as medium of instruction
wherever possible.

c. The above description clearly reveals that the
curriculum designed in the above manner will cater to
the type of learning which will lead the child to excel
academically and personally which is nothing but
imparting irrelapsable literacy. The main point here is
irrelpasable literacy cannot be achieved by just
imparting activity-based learning or by evaluation or
by using child mother tongue to teach. It cannot be
achieved by only one single entity. It’s a continuous and
comprehensive process and the irrelapsable literacy can
be achieved only by incorporating all the activities
mentioned in section 29(2) into the curriculum. Hence it
is opined that section 29(2) of RTE Act, 2009 should be
read as a whole for the development of the child to
achieve irrelapsable literacy. Hence the medium of
instruction in mother tongue alone will not cater to
irrelapsable literacy. It is a consciously developed
curriculum which caters to overall growth of the child
which would there by lead to literacy and personality

development of the child.
d. Evidence based on SSC examinations supports the
view that once English medium is introduced in the
Government schools there is an increased focus of all
stakeholders on the performance of the schools and thus
resulting in better academic performance of the children
compared to students studying in Telugu medium.
e. There is a highly perceptible aspiration among the
parents especially those belonging to rural areas, weaker
sections and underprivileged for educating their
children in English medium as they are able to find out a
direct correlation between the medium of instruction and
the possibility of better career path and employability
for the children who study in English medium schools.
Since Government has not met this demand adequately
in the past, the parents were forced to admit their
children in private schools offering English medium.
Thus, education which is a public good has now become
a commodity offered for sale in private market.
f. The SCERT has a mandate to recommend to the
Government under 29(2) of RTE Rules, 2011 and the
aspects as mentioned from (a) to (f) have to be read in
toto, and SCERT cannot advice on the medium of
instruction on an isolated ground but only by taking all
aspects into a comprehensive view. That SCERT has a
responsibility to examine whether mother tongue has to
be preferred as a medium of instruction or whether
English can be recommended if all other objectives are
also taken in to view. In the light of various issues
examined and after weighing the evidence of
performance properly SCERT recommends English as
medium of instruction from Class | onwards duly taking
in to consideration;
i. Conformity with the values enshrined in the
Constitution; ii. All round development of the child;
iii. Building up child’s knowledge, potentiality and
talent;
iv. Development of physical and mental abilities to the
fullest extent;
v. Learning through activities, discovery and exploration
in a child friendly and child-centered manner;
vi. Making the child free of fear, trauma and anxiety and
helping the child vii. to express view freely;
Comprehensive and continuous evaluation of child’s
understanding of knowledge and his/her ability to apply
the same;
157. As recommended above the Government of Andhra
Pradesh may introduce English as a medium of instruction
in all Government schools from Class | to X in a phased
manner.
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158. Wherever the parents of the children studying in
primary schools have opted for English medium, action may
be taken to introduce English as medium of instruction
straight away from 2020-21 onwards. SCERT has already
developed text books in all media from Class | to VI and
government may issue orders for printing of books and
supply to the children studying in those schools.
159. Schools running with Urdu, Tamil, Kannada and Oriya
as medium of instruction may be continued without
converting them in to English medium as those groups are
linguistic minorities in the state of Andhra Pradesh. Instead
an option for English medium to run parallelly can be given
to such schools.
160. Since Government have already issued orders that
Telugu shall be a compulsory subject for all classes for | to
X irrespective of media (G.0.Ms.No.15 School Education
Dept., Dt.22.03.2020), action shall be taken to re structure
the text books, re orient the teachers, and to provide
workbooks to the children. The text books should reflect
the rich literature and cultural values of Telugu language
of all the regions in the State and also represent the cultural
diversity of the State. Further, Government shall have to
enforce teaching of Telugu language as a compulsory
subject in all un aided schools also. The un aided schools
shall have to be insisted to fill up the posts of Telugu pandits,
to allocate required number of instructional hours for
teaching Telugu. Further, school libraries have to be
strengthened with adequate number of books pertaining to
Telugu literature so as to enable the teachers and children
to improve their understanding and proficiency in Telugu.
161. In case of tribal languages appropriate and adequate
number of primers, additional learning material and bridge
course have to be developed and for all such material
English language and Roman script may be used instead of
Telugu to enable smooth transition from mother tongue to
English.
162. Improving the teaching learning process and building
up of school infrastructure and regular guidance to the
parents are essential to ensure that introduction of English
as a medium of instruction is successful.
163. Supporting the students in the form of providing
workbooks, school kits, improved text books and nutritious
mid-day meal, capacity building of teachers on regular
basis with an increased use of ICT platforms and regular
meeting with the parent’s committees and sharing the details
of students’ progress with them are non-negotiable in this
process.”
11. In the reference 10th read above, the Commissioner of
School Education, A.P. has reported that he has analyzed
the data of parents’ options received from the districts
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and also examined the recommendations furnished by
the Director SCERT/ State Academic Authority and
requested the Government to consider introducing
English medium from class | to VI in all Government
Schools of the School Education Department, PR local
bodies, urban bodies and Tribal welfare from 2020-21
and proposed the following.

a) In order to protect the Constitutional Rights of the
Linguistic minorities as per Article 350 A of the
constitution, linguistic minority schools may be allowed
to continue as they are. However, if they prefer English
medium, they can run parallel English medium sections
and they can request for the same which will be
processed as per the Rules.

b) Existing English medium schools run in government,
municipal, Mandal and Zilla parishad schools may be
continued as they are.

¢) The data reveals that (53,947) out of (17, 97,168) Students
from whom the option is collected have opted for
Telugu medium. Considering the lack of administrative
and economic feasibility for running exclusive Telugu
medium schools wherever the children have opted for,
and also as per 29(2) (f) provision of RTE Act, and as
per orders issued in G.0.Ms.No.15, School Education
(Prog.l) Department, dated 22.03.2020, the government
may consider the option of setting up one Telugu
medium school at each mandal headquartersin all (672)
mandals, and provide transportation facility or the cost
incurred for transportation to those children that have
to travel to reach such Telugu medium schools beyond
the limits of the neighborhood. An amount of Rs.6000/
- per head (which comes to around Rs.32.0 cr. per
annum) may be considered to be met from the State
Plan budget during 2020-21.

12. The Commissioner of School education in the reference
10th read above stated that, the report furnished by
SCERT has been carefully examined and recommended
to the Government to accept the report and to evolve
suitable policy framework to take the decision forward.

13. After careful consideration of the proposal, Government
hereby accepts the report of the SCERT and the
recommendations of the Commissioner, School
Education. However, all further steps in furtherance of
implementation of the reports for the academic year 2020-
21, shall await and abide by the directions of the Hon’ble
Supreme Court..

14. The Commissioner of School Education shall take
necessary action in the matter accordingly.

In the wake of the outbreak & rapid spread of COVID-19
pandemic, the Government of Andhra Pradesh had initially
imposed lockdown till 14th April, 2020 vide the reference 3rd
cited under the Disaster Management Act, 2005, as per the
guidelines issued by the Ministry of Home Affairs,
Government of India for the containment of the COVID-19
pandemic. The Lockdown is further extended in different
spells, as per the instructions of the Ministry of Home Affairs,
Government of India till 31st May 2020, in order to contain
the spread of the disease.
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2. The Government, vide the reference 4th cited, deferred the
payment of Salaries/Wages/Remuneration/Honorarium/
Pension for the month of March 2020 and vide the
reference 5th cited certain instructions & clarifications
regarding the deferment of salaries were issued.
Thereafter, vide the reference 6th cited, the Government
issued instructions for payment of Salaries/Wages/
Remuneration/ Honorarium to personnel of Medical &
Health Department; Police Department; and Sanitation
workers in Local Bodies in view of the high-risk prone
nature of their services. Further, vide the reference 7th
cited, Government had taken the decision to pay full
Pension to all category of pensioners from the month of
April 2020 onwards and for the continuation of the
deferred payment of Salaries/\Wages/ Remuneration/
Honorarium for the month of April 2020.

3. As the matter stood thus, vide the reference 8th cited, the
Ministry of Home Affairs, GOl after assessing the
prevailing situation has issued instructions to continue
the Lockdown till 31-5-2020 along with certain relaxations
and asked the State Governments to implement the orders
after reviewing the prevailing conditions in their respective
States. This order has enabled the restoration of economic
activities, excepting those specifically prohibited in either
in-toto or partly in certain localized areas classified as
Containment, Buffer, Red, Green and Orange. It is
anticipated that the relaxation of lockdown will restore
the flow of revenues to the State exchequer, although in a
gradual manner.

4. Further, vide the reference 9th cited, the Government of
Andhra Pradesh has issued guidelines for full functioning
of all Government offices, including Secretariat and Heads
of Departments with full attendance of employees with
immediate effect and not later than 21.5.2020.

5. The Government, after careful examination of the matter in
the light of the above developments, and to minimize the
hardship to the persons drawing Salaries/ Wages/
Remuneration/ Honorarium from the Government/
Universities/Corporations/ PSUs/State Autonomous
Bodies/Boards/etc.hereby order to pay the Salaries/
Wages/ Remuneration/ Honorarium without deferment i.e.
in full, from the month of May 2020 (payable in the month
of June File No.FINO1-HROCLI/2/2020-HR-V 2020)
onwards, duly effecting all the applicable types of
recoveries/ deductions.

In exercise of the powers conferred under sub section (1) of
section 22 of the Andhra Pradesh School Education
Regulatoryand Monitoring Commission Act, 2019 (Act No.21
of 2019) the Governor of Andhra Pradesh hereby makes the
following rules, namely:
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THERULES
1. Short Title and Commencement:
i. These Rules may be called the Andhra Pradesh School
Education Regulatory and Monitoring Commission
Rules, 2020;
i. These Rule shall extend to the entire State of Andhra
Pradesh;
iii. They shall come into force with effect from the date
of publication in the official Gazette.
2. Definitions:
(i) In these rules unless the context otherwise requires -
a. “Act” means the Andhra Pradesh School Education
Regulatory and Monitoring Commission Act, 2019;
b. ‘APMS’means Andhra Pradesh Model School;
‘APREIS’ means Andhra Pradesh Residential
Educational Institutions Society;

d.“ CSE’means Commissioner of School Education, AP
e. ‘CIE’ means Commissioner of Intermediate Education,
AP
f. ‘DIET’ means District Institute of Education and
Training;
g. ‘ERTW’ means Education Research and Training
wing;

h. ‘Eminent Academician’ means a person who has
rendered over 20 years of professional experience in
the field of Education having worked in a renowned
Education Institution and preferably having
published works on education in journals of National
and International repute;

i. ‘Eminent Chartered Accountant’ means a Chartered
Accountant who has over 20 years of experience in
the field of Accounting.

j ‘NCTE’ means National Council for Teacher
Education;

k “State” means the State of Andhra Pradesh;

I ‘SS’ means Samagra Shiksha;

m ‘SCERT’ means State Council of Educational Research
and Training;

‘SIVE’ means State Institute of Vocational Education;

0. ‘Malpractice’ includes assurances guaranteed of
success by an institution in a competitive examination
and /or annual board or periodic examination
conducted by the competent authority inducement
or coercion any kind influencing the choice of
students.

i. The Words and Expressions used but not defined in
these rules shall have the meaning as assigned to
them in Andhra Pradesh School Education Regulatory
and Monitoring Commission Act, 2019.

3. Constitution of the Commission:

(i) Search-Cum -Selection Committee-

The Government shall constitute a search-cum-selection
Committee as specified under sub-section (2) of section 5 of
the Act;

(i) Procedure at Search-cum -selection Committee
meetings:

a. The Chairperson of the Search-cum-selection
Committee shall preside over the meeting of the
Search-cum-selection Committee;

b. The Chairperson of the Search cum Selection
Committee shall be empowered to determine the term
of the Search cum Selection Committee;

c. In case of a difference of opinion amongst the
members of the Search-cum -selection Committee, the
matter shall be decided by the majority of the members
present and voting;

d. Each member of the Search-cum-selection Committee
shall have one vote, and in case of equality of votes
on any question to be decided by the Search-cum-
selection Committee, the chairperson or the member
presiding over the meeting shall have a casting vote.

(iii) Selection of the Commission —

The Search-cum-selection Committee shall select
members of the Commission in accordance with Section 4(1)
of the Act;

4. The Terms and Conditions:

The terms and conditions of service of Chairperson and
Members of the Commission will be notified by the
Government from time to time as deem appropriate;

5. Meeting of the Commission:

The Commission shall meet at least once in a month, at
such time and place and observe such procedure, as may be
prescribed internally.

6. Act or proceeding of the Commission:

No act or proceeding of the Commission shall be deemed
to be invalid merely by a reason of any vacancy in the
constitution of the Commission.

7. Maintenance of Standards of Education:

i. The Commission shall perform all functions as laid-
down at Section 9 of the Act as well as such other
functions as may be deemed fit to achieve the
objectives laid-down at section 9 (i) to (xii) of the Act;

i. The Commission shall work in close Co-ordination
with the statutory bodies and other stake holders
including the Student Parent Committee;

iii. The Commission shall have the power to visit, review,
inspect any Educational Institution to satisfy itself of
the compliance of such institutions with the norms of
infrastructure, teaching, teaching education, student
assessments, examinations and qualifications are
being maintained by the educational institutions.
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iv. The Commission shall have the power to interact with
the students, teachers, management of all educational
institutions in order to appreciate the prevailing
education system and take appropriate action and
advice the government appropriately.

V. The commission shall recommend methods to monitor
and regulate all aspects of the tutorial institutions’
management with specific focus on fee collected and
steps to ensure the protection of interest of the
students.

vi. For maintenance of Academic standard, the
Commission shall:

(@ Ensure implementation of the curriculum framed by
the SCERT for Primary and Secondary Schools, Board
of Intermediate, NCTE, Syllabi, Textbooks developed
by the SCERT in Private Teacher Training Institutions
recognized by the State Government and curriculum
developed by ERTW.

(b) Frame guidelines for conducting of examinations
systematically at all levels of classes | to XI1 in all the
educational institutions.

(c) Shalladvise CSE, CIE, SCERT, ERTW, SIVE and DIETs
in conducting research related to improvement of
quality education and to examine the research reports
and prepare appropriate recommendation to the
Government.

(d) Shall advise on best teaching practices to be followed
at all levels and appropriate academic desired
standards for Teachers in Education Institutions.

(e) Shall advice on innovative and progressive methods
in conducting Assessments and Evaluation of the
students from Pre-Primary to Class XII and Teacher
Education including Tutorial institutions.

(H Shall review and prescribe improvements in student
periodical assessments.

(@) Frame guidelines recommend the measures to the state
government to curb malpractices by the educational
institution.

8. Fee Regulation:

i. Every Educational institution shall submit the
proposed fee structure of admissions along with all
the relevant documents and books of accounts for
scrutiny to the Commission based on the notification
issued by the commission from time to time;

i. The commission shall decide whether the fees
proposed by the institution is justified and does not
amount to profiteering or charging of capitation fee.

iii. The commission shall be at liberty to approve or alter
the proposed fee.

iv. The Commission shall recommend the fee to be
charged by the Private Educational Institutions Class
and category wise in the State by duly taking into
consideration of all the relevant parameters such as

a. Location

b. Infrastructure of the institution
The operational costs in processing applications and
registrations and other relevant circumstances.

d. Medium of Instruction
The expenditure on administration and maintenance

f. In case of transfer of Students from one Institution to
other Institution, the procedure for payment of fee in
the Institution to which the Student is transferred.

v. No Educational Institutions like Primary, Upper-
Primary, Secondary, intermediate and Teacher
Education including Tutorial Institutions shall collect
atatime a fee which is more than one year’s fee from
a candidate.

9. Penalties:

The commission may in case of violations of the
prescribed rules mentioned therein, shall recommend the
appropriate authority to take necessary action as per the
provisions of section 9 & 10 of Act 5 of 1983.

10. Service Conditions of Teachers:

i. Qualification-

The Commission shall ensure that all educational
institutions follow the qualification guidelines / rules
prescribed by the State Regulatory Authorities and NCTE
respectively;

ii. Selection and Appointment -

The Commission shall ensure that the selection and
appointment of all Teachers and Teaching faculties in
Schools, junior colleges and Teacher Education including
Tutorial Institutions are done in accordance with guidelines
prescribed by the State Regulatory Authorities and NCTE
respectively;

iii. No person who does not possess the requisite

qualifications prescribed by Regulatory Authorities
shall be appointed as a teacher/Teaching Faculty in a
Educational Institution respectively;

iv. The pay and allowances of teachers employed in the
educational institution shall be paid on or before such
day every month, in such manner and by or through
such officer or authority as may be prescribed;

v. Schedule of employment to be maintained:

a. Every Educational Institution shall maintain a
schedule of employees indicating there in the number
of persons in its employment, the name and
qualification of each employee, the pay and such
other particulars;

b. The Educational Institution shall update the
information on the web from time to time.
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11. Grievance Redressal Mechanism:

The Commission shall develop an appropriate mechanism
for the receipt and Redressal of grievances of students and
parents in a time bound manner;

12. Finance, Accounts and Audit:

The Financial, Accounts and Audit matters to be attended
by the Commission as per the procedure prescribed under
Section 12,13,14,15 and 16 of the Act.

13. Establishment of 1.T Cell:

The Commission shall setup a compact IT cell to develop
a State-wide database on all matters concerning Educational
Institutions in order to monitor and shall prescribed
parameters that are to be included.

14. Appointment of Secretary:

i. The Government may appoint a Secretary in
consultation with the Commission who will be Chief
Executive Officer of the Commission as per sub-
section (2) of section 4 of the said Act;

i. The Secretary to the Commission shall be appointed
on deputation / Foreign service / contractual basis
for a period of three years extendable further by the
Government on the recommendation of the
Chairperson by not more than two years or until he or
she attains the age of 70 years whichever is earlier;

iii. Thetermsand conditions of the Service of Secretary
of the Commission shall be determined by the
Government from time to time as deemed appropriate.

15. Appointment and Conditions of Service of Officersand

Staff

i. With the prior approval of the Government the
Commission may appoint / engage suitable persons
having requisite qualification and experience fromtime
to time on deputation / Foreign service / contract /
outsourcing basis on such terms and conditions as
the Commission may decide.

ii. Foroutsourced staff, the Commission shall follow the
prevailing remuneration rates as prescribed by the
Government.

ii. For Contractual Staff, the Commission shall determine
the terms and conditions in the contract agreement.

iv. In the case of staff other than the Secretary, the
Secretary of the Commission shall be the disciplinary
authority and the Chairperson will be the appellate
authority.
