ORDER:

The Commissioner of School Education, vide reference
8th read above, proposed the Government, for conducting
of S.S.C Public Examinations by introduction of Six paper
pattern instead of the existing eleven papers by citing the
following reasons.

a) Dueto the spread of COVID-19 all the schools are closed
from 19th March 2020. The Hostelers in the Residential
Saocieties’ schools and the hostelers of other BC welfare,
SC welfare and Tribal welfare have been asked to vacate
as a precautionary measure to stop the spread of COVID-
19,

b) Theannouncement of lock down from 25th March 2020
on wards have brought the normal life to stand still.

€) The students have become inaccessible to studies due
to long period of lockdown.

d) The students belong to the poor and vulnerable
households having no access or partial access to the
technology shall be provided with a level playing field to
ensure equity.

e) The six paper pattern will be for this year only to tide
over the difficulties involved due to COVID-19 and the
consequent lock down.
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f) Thesix paper pattern will reduce the strain on the students
as the number of questions are reduced from 360 to 197
(i.e., 163 questions are reduced).

g) Halfan hour time is increased from 2 Hr 45 Minutes to 3
Hr 15 minutes.

h) Marks are doubled and this will enable the students to
score marks easily.

i) Asapartofthe six paper pattern General Science paper-
I (Physical Science) and General Science paper-11
(Biological Science) are to be merged as one paper as
General Science. The question paper will be for 100 marks
with 33 questions. The 100 marks question paper is
divided in to part-A (Physical Science) and Part-B
(Biological Science) with four sections in Part- A and
Part-B.

) Answer booklets and OMR will be issued separately for
physical science (Part-A) and biological science (Part-B)
to facilitate evaluation without any difficulty.

2. After careful consideration of the matter, Government
hereby order the following.

a) The GO.Ms. No.69, School Education (PROG.II) Dept.,
dated: 15-10-2019 read with the amendments issued there
to in G.0.Ms.No.3, School Education (PROG.11) Dept.,
dated: 09-01-2020 will hold good except the introduction
of Six paper pattern duly relaxing the orders issued in the
reference 1st read above and other aspects that are
introduced to make the exam student friendly due to
COVID-19 situation and the consequent lockdown.

b) The six paper pattern will be in force for the SSC Public
Examinations 2020 and the advanced supplementary
examinations 2020 only.

c) From March, 2021 onwards the eleven paper pattern as
envisaged in G.0.Ms.No.69, School Education (PROG.11)
Dept., dated: 15-10-2019 read with the amendments issued
there to in G.0.Ms.No.3, School Education (PROG.II)
Dept., dated: 09-01-2020 will come in to force.

d) The six paper pattern is introduced for the benefit of the
students belong to the poor and vulnerable households
having no access or partial access to the technology to
be provided with a level playing field to ensure equity.

€) Thesix subjectswill have six papers with 100 marks each.

f) Asapart ofthe six paper pattern, General Science paper-
I (Physical Science) and General Science paper-11
(Biological Science) shall be merged as one paper as
General Science.

g) General Science question paper for 100 marks shall be
divided into Part- Aand Part-B with continuous question
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numbers up to 33. Part —A shall be divided into four
sections and part-B shall also be divided into four
sections and Part-B is also divided into four sections.

Answer booklet and OMR sheet shall be issued

separately for Physical Sciences (Part-A) and Biological

Sciences (Part-B) to facilitate evaluation with out any
difficulty.

h) There is no change in the marks pattern of Composite
courses such as 03T/04S and 03U/08H, 05A, 06P and the
OSSC courses.

i) There is no change in the marks pattern of Vocational
Courses.

) Theexaminations shall be conducted duly following the
containment, control and prevention of COVID-19
guidelines issued by the Ministry of Home Affairs,
Government of India and guidelines issued by the
Government of Andhra Pradesh from time to time.

3. The Commissioner of School Education, A.P. / the Director
SCERT, AP and the Director of Government Examinations,
AP shall take further necessary action in the matter
accordingly.

ORDER:

The World Health Organisation has declared the COVID
-19 as Pandemic and the Government of Andhra Pradesh has
taken measures to combat the COVID-19 pandemic and have
notified the list of designated Government and Private
hospitals for treatment of COVID -19 patients completely at
Free of cost. Considering the wide spread of COVID - 19 in
the State, the Government vide G.O.4th read above, issued
orders including the 15 COVID - 19 procedures under Dr
YSR Aarogyasri Scheme and accordingly, the CEO., Dr.YSR
AHCT has issued guidelines in the circular 5th read above.
2. Further, in view of the present situation consequent to the

incidence of COVID-19 in the State, the Government

instructed to start the isolated rooms/ wards / Blocks in
all the private hospitals to treat the suspected COVID —

19 cases duly following the safety measures. Further vide

G.O. 2ndread above, the Government issued orders

empowering the District Collector & Magistrate to take

over the Wards/Rooms/Blocks / entire hospital based on
the requirement and for the good faith of the public health.
3. In view of increase in the no. of COVID -19 cases in the

State, it is very much necessary to utilise the services of

the Private hospitals to treat the COVID patients and

there is urgent need to fix the rates in Private hospital
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during this pandemic. Accordingly, a Technical
Committee was constituted and a meeting was convened
on 20.06.2020 under the Chairmanship of the Special Chief
Secretary, HM&FW department. The Technical
Committee has suggested the ceiling rates for packages
for treatment of COVID -19 in Designated COVID 19
Government Hospitals/Designated COVID -19 Private
Hospitals/ Other Hospitals.

4. Government after careful examination of the
recommendations of the Committee, hereby decided to
accept the same and accordingly issue the following
orders, in supersession of the orders issued in G.O. 4th
read above.

i. The Technical Committee has designed Per day cost-
based on packages for Critical and Non Critical care for
COVID - 19 Cases. The following package cost is fixed
for the treatment of COVID -19 cases.

*In non Aarogyasri hospitals, if patient prefers to stay in a

private room, an additional amount of Rs. 600/- can be charged

apart from the price fixed for Non Critical COVID — 19 cases.

Note:

- The Breakup for the above cost worked out is detailed in
Annexure — | of the order.

- The mandatory investigations which need to be done for
each procedure is in Annexure — 11 of the order.

- The indications for the Non-Critical COVID -19 positive
category are Fever, Sore Throat, cough etc and Chest X
ray should be normal.

- The indications for the Critical care -1CU without ventilator
category are Chest X-ray - Abnormal.

- The indications for the Critical care -ICU with NIV category
are the Chest X-ray is Abnormal, SPO2 is less than 94 and
requires Oxygenation.

- The above indications based on the symptoms are defined
based on the opinion of the Technical Committee. However,
the Treating doctor can examine and take necessary
decision regarding plan of treatment.
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i. Considering that the State is still in the midst of the
Pandemic, all private hospitals shall be classified as: A)
Exclusive COVID Treatment Hospitals; B) Hospitals that
treat both COVID-19 and non-COVID cases; and C)
Hospitals for Treatment of Ailments other than COVID-
19

ii. Private Hospitals shall be notified by the Government /
District Collector as one of the above categories and
shall remain so until further review and revision based
on the evolving circumstances.

iv. Private Hospitals equipped to manage patients with
COVID-19 (Category A & B) be ‘notified upon
application and fulfilment of conditions to manage
COVID-19 cases based on the “Verification Report’ to
be furnished by a team of professionals constituted for
this purpose.

v. Hospitals not notified under the above categories shall
be permitted to treat non-COVID patients.

vi. Ifany patient presents with medical / surgical / obstetric
emergency, such patient shall be admitted and treated
without waiting for the RTPCR test result, duly treating
such patients as COVID-19, if they have any contact
history or symptoms or both. Such treatment shall be
provided by hospitals notified as Category A and B.

vii. If the above-mentioned emergency case presents itself

at Category-C hospital, it shall be the responsibility of

the management of Category- C hospital to transfer the
patient to either Category A or B patient.

Patients suspected of having COVID-19 shall be tested

using RT-PCR test. Test result must be sent to the officials

(Commissioner of Family Welfare / District Collector/

DMHO) notified by the Government via web portal.

ix Ifthe COVID 19 testis carried outin a private NABL and
ICMR approved Labs, the cost of the test will be paid
additionally @ Rs.2400/- as specified in the GO.Rt.No.
296, HM&FW (B2), Department, dt: 12.06.2020.

X The Category- B hospitals with more than 70 bed
capacity must earmark a floor or a block or a ward to
treat the COVID 19 cases as and when sent by the
District Administration or patients approach on their
own and such hospitals can continue to serve non
COVID -19 cases also, duly following the strict safety
precautionary measure like separate blocks for the two
categories, with separate entry, treatment area and exit
for patients and staff. In the case, if the hospital is not
empanelled under Aarogyasri Scheme, such hospitals
can charge the patients as per the rates mentioned above.

Xi. The Commissioner of Family Welfare shall establish web
portal that would enable the District Collector to monitor
the allocation of beds, their utilisation, deployment of
human resources, in both government and private
hospitals (Category Aand B). Thiswould enable rational
management of the beds and manpower. He shall also
establish appropriate referral system to prevent waiting
and overcrowding of patients.

xii. The CEO, Dr YSRAHCT should empanel all Category A
hospital for providing cashless treatment to the COVID
-19 patients under the Scheme.

viii.
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xiii. Any asymptomatic COVID-19 positive patient, who
chooses to remain in ‘home quarantine’, but desires to
get biochemical / haematological / radiological tests, shall
get those tests done in facility of his choice, including
Category A and B hospitals. Such patients shall not be
turned away under any circumstances.

Any patient presenting for admission at any hospital

shall be given best possible medical care and subject to

tests specified herein and shall not be denied admission
without prior approval of the District Collector or the
authority delegated to perform such functions xv. All
the Non Aarogyasri hospitals must display the above

“Per day rates” at the reception of the hospitals and

provide treatment as per the SOPs, Protocols, guidelines

issued by the ICMR and the Government of AP on timely
basis.

xvi. The Category A Hospitals can claim the bills through
the Aarogyasri and provide treatment to the COVID 19
cases on cashless basis.

i. For designated COVID 19 Private Hospitals, the PPE
charges will not be paid as long as they are provided by
the Government.

xviii. For designated COVID 19 Government Hospitals, the
PPE and stay cost per day will not be paid. However,
Rs.2,000/- can be claimed for the Ventilator support cases.

xix. The Non Aarogyasri empanelled hospitals must maintain
a detailed case sheet for each patient that should record
patients’ vital signs, all minor and major events, tests
done, medicines administered, care given, etc and should
submit the admitted Patients data to the respective
DMHOs in the proforma as shared by the DMHO with
regard to the condition of the patient on daily basis.

XX Everyadmission, discharge and death shall be reported
to the District Collector / Commissioner of Health/
DMHO. Every case of death shall be subjected to
‘management audit’ to be conducted by a team of doctors
of professor cadre to be set up by the Director of Medical
Education.

x<i. No Hospital shall undertake Clinical Trail of any nature
without prior permission of the Government.

i. Based on the health condition of the patient, he/she can
be migrated to other packages, then the respective
packages will be applied.

4. The Chief Executive Officer, Dr YSR AHCT shall initiate
immediate necessary action to make necessary changes
in the system to modify the existing procedures with the
above listed procedures for providing cashless treatment
tothe COVID -19 patients under the scheme.

5. The Director of Public Health & Family Welfare is directed
to instruct the District Medical and Health Officers to
monitor the strict implementation of the above rates while
charging the COVID 19 patients and ensure that no extra
amount should be collected from the COVID patients.

ORDER:-

In the reference 3rd read above, the SSC Public
Examinations (SSC/OSSC/VOCATIONAL), March, 2020,
were scheduled from 23rd March 2020 to 8th April 2020 and
re-scheduled from 31st March 2020 to 17th April 2020 with
the announcement of local body elections from 9th to 29th
March, 2020.

2. In the reference 4th read above, Government have issued
orders, for implementation of “ Lockdown” in the State
for Containment, Control and Prevention of spread of
COVID-19 and extended the period of Lockdown from
time to time vide reference 3rd to 6th read above.

3. Inthe reference 10th read above, the C.S.E., has submitted
a proposal for replacement of the eleven-paper pattern of
SSC Public Examinations with six paper pattern due to
COVID- 19 pandemic and the National lockdown.
Accordingly, Government have issued orders, in the
reference 11th read above, introducing the sixpaper pattern
for the benefit of the students and the schedule has been
revised to conduct the SSC Public Examination, March
2020, from 10th to 17th July, 2020.

4. In the reference 12th read above, the C.S.E., has informed
that majority of the District Collectors expressed that it
would be difficult to conduct the SSC Public Examinations,
as there is a persistent increase of cases in the Districts.
With a dearth of police and medical personnel, their
deployment in the examination centres is also an area of
concern expressed by them. Therefore, the CSE has
proposed for cancellation of SSC Public Examinations,
March 2020 and to drop the grading system and to declare
only pass or fail system of the candidate. In case of the
admissions, where grading in SSCis criteria, consider the
possibilities for conducting entrance examination so that
the high achievers may not forego the opportunity.

5. Government, having examined the matter, observed that
even though all efforts are made viz., revising of schedules
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according to the extension of lockdown, conducting
Online classes during the lockdown period to boost the
morale of students for SSC Public Examinations and not
to let the COVID-19 crisis overshadow the prospects of
the students and reviewed the pros and cons for
conduction of SSC Public Examinations, 2020 and
conditions of Covid-19 pandemic prevailing in the State,
and therefore, decided to cancel the SSC Public
Examinations (SSC/ OSSC/VOCATIONAL), 2020, in order
to protect students and to ensure that no child should fall
prey to the COVID-19.

6. Accordingly, Government hereby permit the Director of
Government Examinations, A.P,, to declare all the students,
who have been registered for SSC Public Examinations,
March, 2020, and issued hall tickets for appearing
examination as pass without awarding any grade points
as one-time measure in relaxation of the orders issued in
G.0.Ms.No.82, School Education (Prog.Il) Department,
dt.29.10.2015 read with G.O.Ms.No.69, School Education
(Prog.Il) Department, dt.

The Commissioner of School Education, A.P., vide Lr.
cited has reported the Government that all the schools
functioning under all the managements in the State are to be
re-openecron 12th June 2020, as per schedule. But,
considering the present situation in spreading of COVID-19
in the State, there may be an expected delay in commencement
of the next academic year 2020-2021 and that the closure of
schools due to COVID-19, poses greater challenges to
education, mental and physical health.

Apart from the impact on education and school readiness
for children, lock down of schools is severely affecting Child
mental health leading to anxiety and stress because of lack
of peer group interaction, which is one of the serious concerns
as per UNESCO studies. Evidences reveal that important
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aspects of schooling like immunization program and feeding
program are severely affected and the marginal families are
prone to even more inequality, hunger, malnutrition etc. There
is increased risk of violence against children at home, abuse
and sexual harassment apart from risk of increased child
labour activities and child marriages. Social evils against
children are kept in check by encouraging education and
schooling. Because of the on-going COVID-

19 situation, there is increased fear of increase in such evils,

which affects the children and the solution is to re-opening

of the schools duly complying the security protocol in order
to ensure health and education.

2.The C.S.E., AP, hastherefore, proposed following Standard
Operating Procedure for re-opening of schools in the State,

as and when the lock down of educational institutions is
lifted:

I. Preparedness of school premises:

a) Disinfecting the school premises like gate, door handle,
switches, windows, bathrooms, toilet, sink, hand wash
and drinking water taps, playground equipment, walls,
benches etc., by disinfectant.

b) Fever check at the entry of the schools.

c) Two Automated hand wash stations (for 30 children) at
the entry of the school to ensure everyone washes their
hands before entering school.

d) Washable cloth masks to be distributed to children and
Teachers.

e) Posters on precautions to be followed are to displayed
in the school premises.

f) Teachers/Parents and students are strictly informed to
stay at home ifthere are any symptoms like fever, cough,
sore throat or any illness.

g) Mandatory use of gloves and mask for Teachers and
Mid-day meal staff

h) Hand kerchief to be mandatory along with uniforms.

i) HM to ensure that sufficient hand soaps, sanitizers and
disinfectant are available at the school point.

) Sufficient running water for hand washing and toilets to
be ensured at the school point.

K) Orientation to all employees and Teachers shall be given
in order to allay the fear and promote hygiene.

I1. During school hours:

a) Morning assembly shall be cancelled, instead it can
happen inside classroom through speaker wherever it is
possible.

b) Schools which have strength of less than 30 shall have
one schooling from 8 am to 12 pm maintaining a strength
of 15 in each class room .

c) Schools which have strength of more than 30 should
have two shifts one starting from 8 am to 12 pm and
another from 12.30 pm to 4. 30 pm.

d) School which have strength of 50-100 children, shall run
alternate day schooling wherein first day two shifts, first
and second batch will come followed by third and fourth
batches in the alternate day.
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e) Workbooks to be distributed to the students to utilize
the hours spent at home.

f) Staggered water bells and lunch bells to ensure that at a
point only 10 children are out and in queue.

g) Handwash to be mandatory during water bells to ensure
sanitation.

h) Daily fifteen minutes to be allotted to explain safety
measures on COVID- 19 and to collect any cases of
infection in and around the children area.

i) The School premises are to be cleaned again after school
hours to ensure safety of children under the supervision
of Headmaster.

i) Contact Sports may be avoided during the Physical
education period and instead individual exercises and
yoga may be taught.

111, Health:

a) Apart from vitamin A, regular iron and folic acid tablets
may be continued.

b) Fortnightly health checkups may be conducted during
Saturday and details of every child health shall be
maintained at schools.

c) Saturday which is celebrated as ‘No school bag day’
may be used to entertain children by showing child
friendly movies and activities to relieve the children from
mental stress and anxiety because of lock down.

IV. Mid-day meal:

a) Dryration shall be given instead of Mid day meal until
the situation becomes normal.

b) No cooked mid-day meal will be served at the School
points.

c) However the employees who handles dry ration are to
mandatorily wear gloves and masks and to maintain
healthy sanitation practices.

V. Exams protocol:

a) Temperature check at the school pQint is mandatory.

b) Mandatory hand washing stations at the entrance and
masks to be worn all the time.

c) Ineach examination hall, only 10 students may be allowed
towrite.

d) The students who is at different place from the location
of the school will be given options to select the
examination center from the list of options which will be
duly notified.

e) Transport facility to be arranged by the Collectors for
the children in the containment areas to attend the exam.

f) Theexam supervisors and other staff to mandatorily wear
gloves as they distribute paper.

g) Separate isolation room for students are to be earmarked
for those children who shows symptoms during the
course of exam.

h) The exam premises is to be disinfected before and after
everyexam.

i) Sufficient Hand sanitizers, SO<IPS, tissues and dustbin
to be made available at the exam centre.
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) Running water facility to be ensured at all centres.

V1. Spot valuation centers:

a) SpotValuation Centres to be arranged at the District level
or in adjacent districts.

b) Thermal scanner during entry and exit.

¢) Mandato!”y use of masks, gloves as they touch papers.

d) Sanitizer, handwash to be supplied to all and kept at
prominent places.

e) Area to be disinfected before and after.

f) Lift may be allowed to be used by 2 persons only.

VII. Instructions during Lock-down:

a) To ensure continuity in education during the lock down
period, work sheets will be distributed to all the children
at the school point and detailed instructional videos will
be telecasted through TV.

b) Weekly assessment of the worksheets will be done at
the school point once in a week.

c) Detailed Distance learning modalities will be prepared
by the expert committee formed and based on the
committee recommendations detailed plan of action will
be prepared for continuous teaching-learning process.-

3. In the circumstances stated above, Government after
examining the matter, hereby accord permission to the
C.S.E., AP., to issue necessary instructions to all the
R.J.D.S.Es / D.E.Os and to follow the above Standard
Operating Procedure in all the schools function under all
the managements of the schools, scrupulously without
any deviation, during the academic year 2020-2021 .
Separate orders will be issued for commencement of the
academic year.

4. The Commissioner of School Education, the State Project
Director, APSS, the Secretary, APREIS and the Director
of Government Examinationsand all the District Collectors
and District Educational Officers shall take further
necessary action in the matter accordingly.

ORDER:

All the Regional Joint Directors of School Education and
District Educational Officers in the State are aware that in the
reference 1st cited Government have issued “Unlock 2.0”
guidelines for phased reopening in the State. In that
guidelines it was stated that Schools, colleges, educational
and coaching institutions will remain closed till 31st July,
2020. Online/distance learning shall continue to be permitted
and shall be encouraged.

2. In the reference 2nd cited, MHRD, Gol has requested the
states to ensure compliance and strict implementation of
the guidelines on closure of schools and colleges, and
direct all concerned authorities for their strict
implementation.

3. Further, Department of School Education has taken certain
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initiatives in order to ensure school preparedness and to
facilitate learning during COVID-19 pandemic and as a
part of the initiatives video lessons are being telecasted
through Doordarshan for classes | to X since June, 2020.
. Certain complaints have been received by the Hon’ble
Minister for Education, Principal Secretary to Govt., School
Education department and the Commissioner of School
Education that the private unaided schools are insisting
the parents for school fees, online classes fees etc., for
the academic year 2020-21 and also certain allegations
have been leveled on private school managements for
abnormal hike of school/tuition fees for 2020-21.
Complaints are also received stating that the private
unaided schools are holding tests to the children and
declaring the marks, ranks etc, as part of their curricular
activity.

5. The academic year 2020-21 has not yet commenced due to

COVID-19 pandemic and the academic calendar for 2020-
21 is under preparation taking into consideration, the
tentative working days and the reduction of the syllabus
without affecting the learning outcome.

. In this context, the NCERT has taken a new initiative of
developing an Alternative Academic Calendar for primary;,
upper primary and secondary stages. Following the
calendar, students of all classes can receive school
education systematically at home with the help of their
teachers through available technological and social media
tools till their schools reopen. NCERT has released a 4
week alternative calendar for primary, upper primary,
secondary and higher secondary stages in April 2020 and
now released a 8 week alternative calendar for primary
stage.

The calendar provides guidelines to teachers on the use
of various technological tools and social media tools
available for imparting education in fun filled, interesting
ways which can be used by learner, parents, teachers even
while at home. It has taken into account the varying levels
of access to such tools-mobile, radio, television, SMS
and various social media. The fact that many may not
have internet facility in the mobile, or may not be able to
use different social media tools such s WhatsApp, face
book, twitter, google etc., has also been taken note by
NCERT and hence the calendar has been formulated to
guide the teachers who are expected to further guide
parents and teachers through SMS on mobile or through
voice call. NCERT expects parents to help elementary stage
students to implement the calendar.

7. Hence parents of Primary, Upper primary will be guided by

teachers about the activities to be conducted with children
using mobile phones, SMS, Radio, T.V or various other
social media. These activities are related to their syllabus
and learning outcomes prescribed and teachers will also
be able to guide student by establishing contacts with
them through mobile phones or social media, and this
calendar has been developed by the NCERT in such a
manner that it provides adequate space to the state
contexts.

Further, the department of School Education in Andhra
Pradesh has already developed bridge course material for
10 weeks for primary stage children and the material has
already been distributed to the children and the same is
being used from June onwards. Further all the headmasters
and teachers have already been requested to develop such
material for children from Class VI to X also under the
guidance of SCERT.

. Further in case of CBSE affiliated schools, CBSE is

communicating necessary guidelines to those schools
from to time.

10. Therefore, all the Regional Joint Directors of School

1.

Education and District Educational Officers in the State
are requested to follow the instructions given below:
The NCERT guidelines along with the Alternative
Academic\ Calendar to be communicated to all
managements with instructions to take necessary action
according to the Alternative Academic Calendar of NCERT
till reopen of schools. In case CBSE affiliated institutions,
the institutions shall adhere to instructions issued by

CBSE from time totime.

2. Toensure that no private un aided school should commence

their regular academic activities until reopening of
schools. They shall not conduct any weekly or monthly
examinations nor take up any assessment and they shall
not declare any marks for the performance of the children
based on such tests.

3. Toensure all the academic activities which are being done

by the private school managements with respect to COVID
— 19 pandemic should be aligned with the Alternative
Academic Calendar as suggested by the NCERT.
